BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. The public health |aw is anmended by addi ng a new section
3309-b to read as foll ows:

NEW MODEL OF DETOXI FI CATI ON AND TRANSI TI ONAL SERVI CES FOR | NDI VI DUALS
SEEKI NG TO RECOVER FROM OPI O D ADDI CTI ON, THEREBY REDUCI NG RELI ANCE ON
