THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. The vehicle and traffic lawis anmended by adding a new
section 510-d to read as foll ows:

S 510-D. SUSPENSI ON OF LI CENSES SUBJECT TO AN OQUTSTANDI NG WARRANT OF
ARREST. 1. NOTW THSTANDI NG ANY OTHER PROVI SION OF LAW THE COWM SSI ONER
OR THE COW SSIONER S AGENT SHALL HAVE THE POWER TO REVOKE THE LI CENSE
TO DRIVE A MOTOR VEHI CLE OR MOTORCYCLE OF ANY PERSON AGAINST WHOM A
WARRANT OF ARREST, BENCH WARRANT OR SUPERI OR COURT WARRANT OF ARREST IS
OUTSTANDI NG

2. THE COW SSI ONER | S DI RECTED TO DEVELOP AND ESTABLI SH A PROGRAM AND
PROCEDURE WHI CH W LL ALLOW THE | MVEDI ATE DENI AL OF A LI CENSE BECAUSE A
PERSON HAS AN OUTSTANDI NG WARRANT OF ARREST, BENCH WARRANT OR SUPERI OR
COURT WARRANT OF ARREST. SUCH A PROGRAM SHALL BE DESIGNED IN SUCH A
MANNER THAT UPON FI LI NG AN APPLI CATI ON FOR A LI CENSE, THE LI CENSE W LL
BE DENI ED TO SUCH PERSON OR WHERE A LI CENSE HAS BEEN GRANTED, THE RI GHT
THERETO SHALL BE SUSPENDED UPON NOTI CE THAT SUCH AN OUTSTANDI NG WARRANT
I N FACT EXI STS. AS PART OF SUCH PROGRAM THE DI VI SION OF CRI M NAL JUSTI CE
SERVI CES SHALL EXPLORE THE FEASIBILITY OF PROVIDI NG GENERAL COWPUTER
ACCESS TO ALL QOUTSTANDI NG WARRANTS OF ARREST.

3. A PERSON SHALL RECEI VE NOTI CE THAT THE LI CENSE SHALL BE SUSPENDED
IN NINETY DAYS DUE TO AN OUTSTANDI NG WARRANT UNLESS SUCH PERSON

RECALLED.
