AN ACT to anend the correction law, in relation to required notification
by school districts of sex offender residence; and to anend the educa-
tion law, in relation to apportionnment to school districts for certain

BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Paragraphs (b) and (c) of subdivision 6 of section 168-1 of
the correction | aw, paragraph (b) as anmended by chapter 106 of the |aws
of 2006 and paragraph (c) as separately anmended by chapters 318 and 680
of the I aws of 2005, are amended to read as foll ows:

(b) If the risk of repeat offense is noderate, a | evel two designation
shall be given to such sex offender. In such case the |aw enforcenent
agency or agencies having jurisdiction and the | aw enforcenent agency or
agencies having had jurisdiction at the tine of his or her conviction
shall be notified and may di ssem nate rel evant information which shal
include a photograph and description of the offender and which may
i nclude the exact nane and any aliases used by the sex of fender, approx-
i mat e address based on sex offender's zip code, background i nfornation
including the offender's crime of conviction, node of operation, type of
victim targeted, the nane and address of any institution of higher
education at which the sex offender is enrolled, attends, is enpl oyed or
resides and the description of special conditions inposed on the offen-
der to any entity with vul nerable populations related to the nature of
the offense cormmitted by such sex offender. Any entity receiving infor-
mation on a sex offender may di sclose or further dissem nate such infor-

(c) If the risk of repeat offense is high and there exists a threat to
the public safety a level three designation shall be given to such sex
offender. In such case, the | aw enforcenent agency or agencies having
jurisdiction and the law enforcenent agency or agencies having had
jurisdiction at the tinme of his or her conviction shall be notified and
may di ssenminate relevant information which shall include a photograph
and description of the offender and which may include the sex offender's
exact nanme and any aliases used by the offender, exact address, address
of the offender's place of enploynent, background information including
the offender's crime of conviction, node of operation, type of victim
targeted, the name and address of any institution of higher education at
whi ch the sex offender is enrolled, attends, is enployed or resides and
the description of special conditions inposed on the offender to any
entity with vul nerabl e popul ations related to the nature of the offense
commtted by such sex offender. Any entity receiving information on a
sex offender may disclose or further dissem nate such information at its
di screti on, PROVI DED, HOMNEVER, THAT SCHOOL DI STRI CTS, UPON RECEIPT OF
SUCH | NFORMATI ON BY THE DI STRI CT SUPERI NTENDENT OR CHI EF SCHOOL ADM NI S-
TRATOR, SHALL DI SSEM NATE BY U.S. POSTAL SERVI CE SUCH | NFORMATI ON TO ALL
RESI DENTS RESIDING WTH N SUCH SCHOOL DI STRICT. In addition, in such
case, the information described herein shall also be provided in the
subdirectory established in this article and notw thstandi ng any ot her
provi sion of law, such information shall, upon request, be nade avail-
able to the public.

Such law enforcenent agencies shall conpile, naintain and update a
listing of vul nerable organizational entities within its jurisdiction.
Such listing shall be utilized for notification of such organizations in
di ssenminating such information on | evel three sex offenders pursuant to
this paragraph. Such listing shall include and not be Ilimted to:
superintendents of schools or chief school adm nistrators, superinten-
dents of parks, public and private libraries, public and private school
bus transportation conpanies, day care centers, nursery schools, pre-
school s, nei ghborhood watch groups, community centers, civic associ-
ations, nursing hones, victims advocacy groups and pl aces of worship.

S 2. The education law is anended by adding a new section 3605 to read
as foll ows:

S 3605. APPORTI ONVENT FOR CERTAI N MAI LI NG EXPENSES. THE COWM SSI ONER
SHALL APPORTI ON FUNDS TO REI MBURSE SCHOOL DI STRICTS FOR MONI ES EXPENDED
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IN THE MAILING OF NOTICES TO PARENTS AND OTHER AUTHORI ZED PARTI ES
REGARDI NG THE PRESENCE OF REGQ STERED SEX OFFENDERS W THIN SUCH SCHOOL
DI STRI CTS.

S 3. This act shall take effect on the first of July next succeeding
the date on which it shall have beconre a law, and shall apply to
expenses incurred by school districts after such effective date.
