AN ACT to anend the public authorities law, in relation to the nenber-
ship of the New York city water board; and to repeal certain
provi sions of such law relating thereto

THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Subdivision 2 of section 1045-f of the public authorities
| aw i s REPEALED and a new subdivision 2 is added to read as foll ows:

2. A THE WATER BOARD SHALL CONSI ST OF SEVEN MEMBERS TO BE APPQO NTED,
AS FOLLOWE:

(1) FOUR MEMBERS APPO NTED BY THE MAYOR,

(1'l) ONE MEMBER APPO NTED BY THE NEW YORK CI TY COVWTROLLER;

(1'11) ONE MEMBER APPO NTED BY THE PUBLI C ADVOCATE FOR THE CITY OF NEW
YORK; AND

(1V) ONE MEMBER APPO NTED BY THE SPEAKER OF THE NEW YORK CI TY COUNCI L.

B. TERMS OF OFFICE OF THE MEMBERS SHALL BE TWO YEARS. AT LEAST ONE
MEMBER APPO NTED BY THE MAYOR SHALL HAVE EXPERIENCE IN THE SCIENCE OF
WATER RESOURCE DEVELOPMENT. NO MEMBER SHALL BE A DI RECTOR OF THE AUTHOR-
ITY. THE CHAIRVAN SHALL BE ELECTED BY MAJORI TY VOTE OF THE MEMBERS OF
THE BOARD. ALL MEMBERS SHALL CONTINUE TO HOLD OFFI CE UNTI L THElI R SUCCES-
SORS ARE APPO NTED AND QUALI FI ED. VACANCIES SHALL BE FILLED IN THE
MANNER PROVI DED FOR ORI G NAL APPO NTMENTS. VACANCI ES, OCCURRI NG OTHER-
W SE THAN BY EXPI RATI ON OF TERM OF OFFI CE, SHALL BE FILLED IN THE SAME
MANNER AS ORI G NAL APPO NTMENTS FOR THE UNEXPI RED TERNMS.

S 2. Subdivisions 3, 4, 5 and 7 of section 1045-f of the public
authorities |law, as added by chapter 513 of the laws of 1984, are
amended to read as foll ows:

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3. Each nenber of the water board shall be entitled to rei nbursenent
for his OR HER actual and necessary expenses incurred in the performance
of his OR HER official duties and a per diemallowance of one hundred
fifty dollars when rendering service as a nmenber; provided that the
aggregat e of such per diemallowance to any one nmenber in any one fisca
year of the board shall not exceed the sum of five thousand doll ars.

4. Notwi thstandi ng any inconsistent provision of |aw, general, specia
or local, or any city charter, no officer or enployee of the city shal
be deened to have forfeited or shall forfeit his office or enploynment or
any benefits provided under the retirenent and social security Ilaw, by
reason of his OR HER acceptance of nenbership on the water board,
provi ded, however, that a nmenber of the board who holds other public
office or enploynent shall receive no additional conpensation for
services rendered pursuant to this title, but shall be entitled to
rei mbursenent for his OR HER actual and necessary expenses incurred in
t he performance of such services.

5. The [mayor] APPO NTI NG AUTHORI TY may renove [any nmenber] HI S OR HER
APPO NTEE for inefficiency, neglect of duty or msconduct in office
after giving such nenber a copy of the charges agai nst such nenber and
an opportunity to be heard and defended, in person or by counsel, upon
not less than ten days' notice. |If any nmenber shall be so renoved, the
[ mayor] APPO NTI NG AUTHORI TY shall file in the office of the clerk of
the city a conplete statenent of charges agai nst such nenber, and the
[ mayor's] APPO NTING AUTHORITY'S findings thereon, together wth a
conpl ete record of the proceedi ngs.

7. A mgjority of the nenbers of the water board shall constitute a
guorum for the transaction of any business or the exercise of any power
of the board. The water board shall have power to act by the affirnative
vote of not Iless than a majority of the nenbers in office at any duly
hel d neeting thereof. The water board nay delegate to one or nore of its
menbers or its officers, agents and enpl oyees, such powers and duties as
it may deem proper. Any nenber who is an officer of the city nmay, by
witten instrunent, filed wth and approved as to formby the board,
desi gnate another city officer to performin [his] THE MEMBER S absence
his OR HER duties under this title. The term"nenber" as used in this
section shall include such persons so designated as provided herein.
The designation of any such person shall be deened tenporary only and
shall not affect the civil service or retirement rights of the person so
desi gnat ed.

S 3. This act shall take effect immediately, provided that the first
three vacancies after the effective date of this act shall be filled by
the New York city conptroller, the public advocate for the city of New
York and the speaker of the New York city council, respectively, pursu-
ant to section one of this act.
