AN ACT to anend the education law, in relation to permtting boards of
education to grant parents or guardi ans, physically limted by a disa-
bility, the ability to obtain bus services for their children

THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Paragraph a of subdivision 1 of section 3635 of the educa-
tion law, as anended by chapter 69 of the laws of 1992, is anended to
read as foll ows:

a. (1) Sufficient transportation facilities (including the operation
and naintenance of notor vehicles) shall be provided by the schoo
district for all the children residing within the school district to and
fromthe school they legally attend, who are in need of such transporta-
ti on because of the renoteness of the school to the child or for the
pronotion of the best interest of such children. Such transportation
shall be provided for all children attendi ng grades ki ndergarten through
ei ght who live nore than two mles fromthe school which they legally
attend and for all children attending grades nine through twelve who
live nore than three mles fromthe school which they legally attend and
shall be provided for each such child up to a distance of fifteen mles,
the di stances in each case being neasured by the nearest available route
fromhome to school. The cost of providing such transportation between
two or three mles, as the case may be, and fifteen mles shall be
consi dered for the purposes of this chapter to be a charge upon the
district and an ordinary contingent expense of the district. Transporta-
tion for a lesser distance than two mniles in the case of children
attendi ng grades kindergarten through eight or three mles in the case
of children attending grades nine through twelve and for a greater
di stance than fifteen mles may be provided by the district, and, if
provi ded, shall be offered equally to all children in like circunstances
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residing in the district AND MAY, UPON A RESOLUTI ON ADOPTED BY THE BOARD
OF EDUCATI ON AND FOR A PERI OD OF TI ME AS APPROVED BY THE BOARD OF EDUCA-
TION, BE PROVIDED FOR SUCH LESSER DI STANCES BASED UPON SUCH BOARD S
DETERM NATI ON THAT THE PARENT OR GUARDI AN OF A CHI LD HAS A PHYSI CALLY
LIM TING DI SABI LI TY WHI CH RENDERS H M OR HER UNABLE TO ACCOWVPANY THE
CH LD TO OR FROM SCHOOL; provided, however, that this requirenment shall
not apply to transportation offered pursuant to section thirty-six
hundred thirty-five-b of this article.

(1'l) PROOF OF A PHYSI CALLY LIM TI NG DI SABI LI TY WH CH RENDERS A PARENT
OR GUARDI AN OF A CHI LD UNABLE TO ACCOVWPANY THE CHI LD TO OR FROM SCHOOL
SHALL BE CERTI FI ED BY A DOCTOR IN A FORM TO BE PRESCRI BED BY THE DEPART-
VENT.
