       AN ACT to amend the correction law, in relation to  preventing  sexually
         transmitted diseases and HIV among correctional employees and inmates

         THE  PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED IN SENATE AND ASSEM-
       BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWS:

    1    Section 1. The correction law is amended by adding a new section 141-a
