AN ACT to anend the election law, in relation to authorizing cities with
popul ati ons of nore than one nmillion persons and counties to enact a
resolution, ordinance or regulation or adopt a local |aw, wthout
ref erendum aut hori zi ng counties and certain cities to determne the
cl asses of persons eligible to vote in local elections

THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. This act shall be known and may be cited as the "New York
Right to Vote Act".

S 2. The election law is anmended by adding a new section 5-108 to read
as foll ows:

S 5-108. DETERM NATI ON OF QUALI FI ED VOTERS; LOCAL OPTION. 1. ACTY
HAVI NG A POPULATI ON OF MORE THAN ONE M LLI ON PERSONS OR ANY COUNTY MAY
ENACT A RESOLUTION, ORDI NANCE OR REGULATI ON OR MAY ADOPT, THROUGH I TS
GOVERNI NG BODY, A LOCAL LAW W THOUT REFERENDUM AUTHORI ZI NG THE CI TY OR
COUNTY, AS APPLI CABLE TO DETERM NE THE CLASSES OF PERSONS WHO MAY VOTE
I N LOCAL ELECTI ONS | N ACCORDANCE W TH EXI STI NG FEDERAL AND STATE LAW AND
THE PROVI SI ONS OF THI S SECTI ON.

2. THE PROVISIONS OF THIS SECTION SHALL ONLY APPLY TO ELECTI ONS
CONDUCTED (A) WTHIN THE CITY OF NEWYORK; AND (B) WTH N ANY OTHER
POLITICAL SUBDIVISION OF THIS STATE WHERE A LOCAL LAW ORDI NANCE OR
RESCLUTI ON, PERM TTI NG ELECTI ONS TO BE CONDUCTED THEREI N PURSUANT TO THE
PROVI SI ONS OF THI' S SECTI ON HAS BEEN DULY ENACTED OR ADOPTED.

3. A PERSON WHO, PURSUANT TO THE PROVI SIONS OF THI S SECTION, | S QUALI -
FIED MAY REG STER W TH THE BOARD OF ELECTIONS OF HHS OR HER COUNTY OF
RESI DENCE AND VOTE | N A LOCAL ELECTI ON.

S 3. This act shall take effect immediately.
