WHEREAS, After serving in the United States Armmy during World War 11
Armand Farina was the golf professional and course superintendent at
Schenect ady Muni ci pal golf course from 1945 to 1966; and

WHEREAS, In addition, Armand Farina played on the National PGA Tour
agai nst gol fing | egends Ben Hogan, Sam Snead, Byron Nelson and Jinmy
Deneret; he had an outstanding record on tour, including finishing tied
for fourth in the San Francisco Qpen, winning his first round mnatch in
the 1948 PGA Chanpi onship, and finishing "in the noney" in several tour-
nanents; and

WHEREAS, Arnmand Farina played in several major tournaments on the PGA
Tour, including the 1946, 1948 and 1957 PGA Chanpi onshi ps, as well as in
the 1953 United States Open; and

WHEREAS, A five time w nner of the Northeastern New York PGA Chanpi on-
ship, Armand Farina al so won the Wodst ock Open six tines; and

WHEREAS, Armand Farina al so designed the Van Patten golf course in
Cifton Park, New York, and becane its golf professional; and

WHEREAS, Considered to have the perfect golf swi ng by SCHENECTADY
GAZETTE golf witer, Lou Torre, Armand Farina was inducted into the
District PGA Hall of Fane in 1982; and
