AN ACT to anend the adm nistrative code of the <city of New York, in
relation to establishing a corporate sponsorship board for the fire
departnment of the city of New York

THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. The administrative code of the city of New York is anmended
by addi ng a new section 15-129 to read as fol |l ows:

S 15-129 CORPORATE SPONSORSHI P. A THERE 1S HEREBY ESTABLISHED A
CORPORATE SPONSORSHI P BOARD. SUCH BOARD SHALL BE AUTHORI ZED TO | MPLEMENT
A CORPORATE SPONSORSHI P PROGRAM FOR THE DEPARTMENT. SUCH PROGRAM SHALL
EXPLORE THE | MPLEMENTATI ON OF A PLAN OF CORPCORATE SPONSORSH P FOR THE
BENEFIT OF THE DEPARTMENT AND THE CITY. SUCH BOARD SHALL ESTABLI SH,
RECRU T AND EVALUATE SUCH CORPORATE SPONSCRSHI P, | F SUCH BOARD FINDS
SUCH SPONSORSHI P IS | N THE BEST | NTEREST OF THE DEPARTMENT AND PUBLI C
SAFETY. SUCH BOARD SHALL CONSI ST OF SEVEN MEMBERS, AS FOLLONS: ONE
PERSON APPO NTED BY EACH OF THE BOROUGH PRESI DENTS, ONE PERSON APPQO NTED
BY THE MAYOR, AND ONE PERSON APPO NTED BY THE COWM SSI ONER.

B. FOR THE PURPOSES OF THI S SECTI ON, "BOARD' SHALL MEAN THE CORPORATE
SPONSORSHI P BOARD ESTABLI SHED PURSUANT TO THI S SECTI ON.

C. THE BOARD MAY ESTABLI SH I TS OAN RULES AND PROCEDURES W TH RESPECT
TO THE CONDUCT OF I TS MEETI NGS AND OTHER AFFAI RS NOT | NCONSI STENT W TH
LAW

D. MEMBERSH P ON THE BOARD SHALL NOT CONSTITUTE THE HOLDING OF A
PUBLIC OFFICE, AND MEMBERS OF THE BOARD SHALL NOT BE REQUI RED TO TAKE
AND FI LE OATHS OF OFFI CE BEFORE SERVI NG ON THE BQOARD.

E. NO MEMBER OF THE BOARD SHALL BE DI SQUALIFIED FROM HOLDI NG ANY
PUBLIC OFFICE OR EMPLOYMENT, NOR SHALL A MEMBER FORFEI T ANY OFFI CE OR
EMPLOYMENT BY REASON OF APPO NTMENT AS A MEMBER UNDER THI S SECTI ON.

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F. THE TERMS OF OFFI CE OF THE MEMBERS OF THE BOARD SHALL BE THREE
YEARS EXCEPT THAT THE TERMS OF OFFI CE OF THE MEMBERS FI RST APPO NTED
SHALL BE AS FOLLOWG:

(1) EACH OF THE MEMBERS FI RST APPO NTED BY EACH OF THE BOROUGH PRESI -
DENTS SHALL SERVE FOR A TERM OF THREE YEARS.

(2) THE MEMBER FI RST APPO NTED BY THE MAYOR SHALL SERVE FOR A TERM OF
TWO YEARS.

(3) THE MEMBER FI RST APPO NTED BY THE COWM SSI ONER SHALL SERVE FOR A
TERM OF ONE YEAR

G THE COWM SSI ONER SHALL DESI GNATE FROM AMONG THE MEMBERS OF THE
BOARD A CHAI RPERSON WHO SHALL SERVE AT THE PLEASURE OF THE COWMM SSI ONER.
THE BOARD SHALL MEET AT LEAST FOUR TI MES A YEAR, AT THE CALL OF THE
CHAI RPERSON.

H THE MEMBERS OF THE BOARD SHALL SERVE W THOUT COMPENSATI ON BUT SHALL
BE ALLOWED THEI R ACTUAL AND NECESSARY EXPENSES | NCURRED | N THE PERFORM
ANCE OF THEI R DUTI ES UNDER THI S SECTI ON.

. NO MEMBER OF THE BOARD SHALL HAVE ANY | NTEREST | N ANY CONTRACT, OR
TAKE ANY ACTI ON OR OTHERW SE | NVOLVE H MSELF OR HERSELF IN ANY ACTIVITY
VWH CH, PURSUANT TO ARTI CLE ElI GHTEEN OF THE GENERAL MUNI Cl PAL LAW WOULD
BE DEEMED A CONFLI CT OF I NTEREST FOR A MJUNI Cl PAL OFFICER OR EMPLOYEE
HOLDING A POSITION WTH A MUNICI PALITY SIM LAR TO THE POSI TI ON HELD BY
THE MEMBER OF THE BOARD. | T SHALL NOT BE DEEMED A CONFLICT OF | NTEREST
FOR A PERSON TO SI MULTANEQUSLY HOLD POSI TI ONS AS A MEMBER OF THE BOARD
AND AS AN OFFI CER OF THE CI TY OF NEW YORK.

J. THE BOARD SHALL HAVE THE FOLLOW NG PONERS AND DUTI ES:

(1) TO MAKE BY- LAWS FOR THE MANAGEMENT AND REGULATI ON OF I TS AFFAI RS;

(2) TO MAKE AND EXECUTE CONTRACTS AND ALL OTHER | NSTRUVENTS NECESSARY
OR CONVENI ENT FOR THE EXERCI SE OF | TS POAERS AND FUNCTI ONS UNDER THI S
SECTI ON;

(3) TO DEVELOP AND | MPLEMENT A COVPREHENSI VE CORPORATE SPONSORSHI P
PROGRAM TO RECRU T CORPCORATE SPONSCRS FOR THE SUPPORT AND BENEFI T OF THE
DEPARTMENT;

(4) TO ESTABLI SH AND MAI NTAI N SUCH FACI LI TIES AS MAY BE NECESSARY FOR
THE TRANSACTI NG OF | TS DUTI ES UNDER THI S SECTI ON;

(5) TO UTILIZE, TO THE EXTENT FEASI BLE, THE STAFF AND FACILITIES OF
EXISTING CTY AGENCIES AND LOCAL AGENCIES, TO THE EXTENT WH CH SUCH
LOCAL AGENCI ES MAKE SUCH STAFF AND FACI LI TI ES AVAI LABLE;

(6) TO CONTRACT FOR PROFESSI ONAL AND TECHNI CAL ASSI STANCE AND ADVI CE;

(7) TO CONTRACT FOR AND TO ACCEPT ASSI STANCE, | NCLUDI NG BUT NOT LIM T-
ED TO G FTS, GRANTS, OR LOANS OF FUNDS OR PERSONAL PROPERTY, FROM THE
FEDERAL GOVERNMENT OR ANY AGENCY OR | NSTRUVENTALI TY THEREOF, OR FROM ANY
AGENCY OR | NSTRUMENTALITY OF THE STATE, OR FROM ANY OTHER PUBLI C OR
PRI VATE SOURCE AND TO COWVPLY, SUBJECT TO THE PROVI SI ONS OF THI S SECTI ON,
W TH THE TERMS AND CONDI TI ONS THEREOF. NOTW THSTANDI NG THE PROVI SI ONS OF
SECTI ON ELEVEN OF THE STATE FI NANCE LAW THE BOARD MAY ACCEPT d FTS,
GRANTS, DEVISES AND BEQUESTS, WHETHER CONDI TI ONAL OR UNCONDI T1 ONAL,
PROVI DI NG THAT ANY G FTS, GRANTS, DEVI SES AND BEQUESTS BE CONSI STENT
WTH THE PONERS OF THE BOARD AND THE PURPOSES OF THI S SECTI ON;

(8) TO PREPARE AN ANNUAL REPORT ON THE CONDUCT COF | TS ACTI VI Tl ES;

(9) TO HOLD HEARINGS IN THE EXERCI SE OF I TS POAERS, FUNCTI ONS AND
DUTI ES PROVI DED FOR BY THI S SECTI ON;

(10) TO TAKE ANY ACTI ONS AND TO ADOPT REGULATI ONS NECESSARY TO CARRY
OUT THE FUNCTI ONS, POWERS AND DUTI ES | MPOSED BY THI S SECTI ON;  AND

(11) TO EXERCISE AND PERFORM SUCH OTHER POWERS AND DUTI ES AS SHALL
HAVE BEEN OR MAY BE FROM TI ME TO TI ME CONFERRED BY LAW
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K. THE BOARD SHALL | SSUE A REPORT ON AUGUST FI RST OF EVERY YEAR ON THE
| MPLEMENTATI ON OF A CORPORATE SPONSORSHI P PROGRAM W THI N THE DEPARTMENT.
SUCH REPORT SHALL BE MADE TO THE COWMM SSI ONER, THE MAYOR, THE GOVERNOR,
THE TEMPORARY PRESI DENT OF THE SENATE AND THE SPEAKER OF THE ASSEMBLY.
SUCH REPORT SHALL BE AVAI LABLE TO THE PUBLI C, UPON REQUEST. ALL COWMMENTS
AND OBSERVATI ONS | NCLUDED I N THE REPORT BY THE BOARD SHALL BE RESPONDED
TO BY THE MAYOR

L. THE BOARD MAY REQUEST AND SHALL RECEI VE FROM ANY DEPARTMENT, DI VI -
SION, BQOARD, BUREAU, COW SSIQON, BOROUGH PRESI DENT, AGENCY OR PUBLI C
AUTHORI TY OF THE CITY OF NEW YORK, SUCH ASSI STANCE, | NFORVATI ON, AND
DATA AS WLL ENABLE THE BOARD PROPERLY TO CARRY QUT | TS FUNCTI ONS.
