(f) prescribe and inpose penalties for the violation of or failure to
conply with any of its orders or regulations, or any of the regulations
of the state sanitary code, not exceeding [one] TWO thousand dollars for
a single violation or failure, to be sued for and recovered by it in any
court of conpetent jurisdiction; and

S 2. Nothing in this act shall be construed as requiring any |oca
board of health or city to increase any naxinmum penalty provided in
| ocal law or regulation, or to assess any penalty at a higher |evel than
is provided in local |aw or regulation.

S 3. This act shall take effect on the thirtieth day after it shal
have becone a |law, and shall apply to all violations or failures to
conply with any code, rule, regulation, order or special direction which
occur on or after such date.
