AN ACT to anend the executive law, in relation to the appoi ntnent of the
superi ntendent of state police

THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Section 210 of the executive |aw, as anended by chapter 169
of the laws of 1994, is anended to read as foll ows:

S 210. Division of state police. The division of state police in the
executive departnent shall be known as the "New York State Police." The
head of the New York state police shall be the superintendent of state
police who shall be appointed by the governor by and with the advi ce and
consent of the senate, and hold office [during his or her pleasure] FOR
FI XED THREE- YEAR TERMS, SUBJECT TO REAPPO NTMENT FOR ADDI Tl ONAL TERMS OR
TO TERM NATI ON OF SERVI CE BY THE GOVERNOR AND SUBJECT TO THE ADVI CE AND
CONSENT OF THE SENATE. The superintendent shall be a nenber of the state
police, shall receive as salary such sumas nay be appropriated by |aw,
and shall accrue such | eave credits and be eligible for the sane retire-
nment benefits, service credits and other benefits as any ot her nenber of
the state police. If, prior to appointnment, the superintendent served as
a nmenber of the state police, he or she, upon appointnent, shall be
entitled to continue to accrue and receive such credits and benefits as
he or she would have been entitled to accrue and receive prior to
appoi nt nent .

If, prior to his or her appointnent, the superintendent shall have
served as a nenber of +the State Police for a period of ten years or
nore, he or she shall, provided he or she is not eligible for retire-

ment, upon EXPIRATION OR termination of service as superintendent, be
reappoi nted, w thout exam nation, as a nmenber of the state police in the
grade held by him or her prior to appointnent as superintendent,
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notw thstanding the absence of any vacancy in such grade. For the
pur pose of determ ning the annual salary to be paid upon such reappoint-
ment, the period of service as superintendent shall be counted as

service in the grade to which reappoi nted.
S 2. This act shall take effect 1 mediately.
