THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Subdivision 1 of section 11-1105 of the environmental
conservation |l aw, as anmended by chapter 279 of the Ilaws of 2010, is
amended to read as foll ows:

1. Traps set for taking wildlife shall bear the name and residence
address or the assigned identification nunber of the operator |egibly at
all times, provided, that state, county and nunicipal |aw enforcenent
agencies shall have access to the name, address and tel ephone nunber of
such operator who was assigned such identification nunber. They shall be
visited once in each twenty-four hours, except TRAPS in the Northern
Zone [where they] AND TRAPS SET I N WATER WHI CH shall be visited once in
each forty-eight hours or a shorter interval of no I ess than twenty-four
hours as the departnment may, by regulation, require, and all wldlife
hel d captive shall inmediately be renoved fromthe traps.

S 2. This act shall take effect immediately.
