AN ACT to amend the executive law, in relation to authorizing the
adoption of a local law requiring certain individuals currently serv-
ing or who shall be sentenced to a period of probation upon conviction
of any crinme to pay the |ocal probation departnent with the responsi-
bility of supervising the probationer an adm nistrative fee of wup to
twenty dollars per nonth

THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Section 257-c of the executive |aw, as added by chapter 55
of the laws of 1992, subdivision 5 as anmended by section 58 of part A of
chapter 56 of the laws of 2010, is anended to read as foll ows:

S 257-c. Probation admnistrative fee. 1. Notw thstandi ng any ot her
provi sion of law, every county and the city of New York, nay adopt a
local law requiring individuals currently serving or who shall be
sentenced to a period of probation upon conviction of any crinme under
article thirty-one of the vehicle and traffic lawto pay to the |oca
probati on departnent with the responsibility of supervising the proba-
tioner an administrative fee of thirty dollars per nonth. The depart nent
shall waive all or part of such fee where, because of the indigence of
the of fender, the paynment of said surcharge would work an unreasonabl e
hardship on the person convicted, his or her immediate famly, or any
ot her person who is dependent on such person for financial support.

2. NOTW THSTANDI NG ANY OTHER PROVI SI ON OF LAW EVERY COUNTY AND THE
CITY OF NEW YORK, MAY ADOPT A LOCAL LAW REQUI RI NG | NDI VI DUALS CURRENTLY
SERVING OR WHO SHALL BE SENTENCED TO A PERIOD OF PROBATION UPON
CONVI CTION OF ANY CRIME, EXCEPT THOSE UNDER ARTI CLE THI RTY- ONE OF THE
VEH CLE AND TRAFFI C LAW TO PAY THE LOCAL PROBATI ON DEPARTMENT W TH THE
RESPONSI BI LI TY OF SUPERVI SI NG THE PROBATI ONER AN ADM NI STRATI VE FEE OF
UP TO TVENTY DOLLARS PER MONTH. THE DEPARTMENT SHALL WAI VE ALL OR PART
OF SUCH FEE WHERE, BECAUSE OF THE | NDI GENCE OF THE OFFENDER, THE PAYMENT

3. The provisions of subdivision six of section 420.10 of the crimna
procedure | aw shall govern for purposes of collection of the admnistra-
tive fee.

[3.] 4. The probation adm nistrative fee authorized by this section
shall not constitute nor be inposed as a condition of probation.

[4.] 5. In the event of non-paynent of any fees which have not been
wai ved by the |ocal probation departnent, the county or the city of New
York may seek to enforce paynent in any nmanner permtted by law for
enforcement of a debt.

[65.] 6. Momnies collected pursuant to this section shall be utilized
for probation services by the |ocal probation departnment. Such noneys
shall not be considered by the division when deternmining state aid
pursuant to section two hundred forty-six of the executive |aw. Monies
collected shall not be used to replace federal funds otherw se utilized
for probation services.

S 2. This act shall take effect imediately; provided that the anend-
ments to section 257-c of the executive |aw made by section one of this
act shall not affect the expiration of such section and shall expire
t herew t h.
