THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Paragraph 2 of subdivision b of section 11-322 of the
adm nistrative code of the city of New York, as added by |ocal |aw
nunber 15 of the city of New York for the year 2011, is anended to read
as foll ows:

2. An installment agreenent shall provide for paynents by the property
owner on a quarterly or nonthly basis, in the discretion of the appro-
priate conm ssioner, for a period not |ess than eight years and not nore
than ten years, provided that a property owner nmay elect a period |ess
t han ei ght years. There shall be no down paynent required upon the prop-
erty owner's entering into the install nent agreement with the respective
departnment, but the property owner may el ect to make a down paynment. ANY
PAYMENT BY THE PROPERTY OMER PURSUANT TO SUCH AN AGREEMENT MUST BE MADE
BY CERTI FI ED CHECK OR BY MONEY ORDER
