Section 1. Subdivision 23 of section 2.10 of the <crimnal procedure
law, as anended by section 70 of subpart B of part C of chapter 62 of
the laws of 2011, is anended to read as foll ows:

DATI ONS TO THE BOARD OF PAROLE REGARDI NG | NVATE' S READI NESS FOR RELEASE;
