AN ACT to anend the vehicle and traffic law and the penal law, in
relation to increasing fines and penalties for passing a stopped
school bus

THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Subdivision (c) of section 1174 of the vehicle and traffic
| aw, as anended by chapter 254 of the |aws of 2002, is amended to read
as foll ows:

(c) Every person convicted of a violation of subdivision (a) of this
section shall BE SUBJECT TO THE FOLLOW NG FI NES AND PENALTI ES:

(1) for a first conviction thereof, be punished by a fine of not |ess
than [two hundred fifty] FOUR HUNDRED dollars nor nore than [four
hundred] SEVEN HUNDRED FI FTY dollars or by inprisonment for not nore
than thirty days or by both such fine and inprisonnent;

(1) for a conviction of a second violation, both of which were
committed within a period of three years, such person shall be punished
by a fine of not |less than [six hundred dollars] N NE HUNDRED FI FTY nor
nore than [seven hundred fifty] ONE THOUSAND ONE HUNDRED FIFTY dollars
or by inprisonment for not nore than one hundred ei ghty days or by both
such fine and inprisonnent;

(I'1'l) upon a conviction of a third or subsequent violation, all of
which were conmtted within a period of three years, such person shal
be puni shed by a fine of not |ess than [seven hundred fifty] ONE THOU
SAND ONE HUNDRED FI FTY dol l ars nor nore than [one thousand] ONE THOUSAND
FIVE HUNDRED dollars or by inprisonment for not nore than one hundred
ei ghty days or by both such fine and inprisonnent.

S 2. Subdivision 6 of section 120.04-a of the penal |law, as added by
chapter 496 of the |laws of 2009, is anmended and a new subdivision 7 is
added to read as foll ows:

(6) commts such crine while operating a notor vehicle while a child
who is fifteen years of age or less is a passenger in such notor vehicle
and causes serious physical injury to such child[.]; OR

S 3. Section 125.10 of the penal law is anended to read as foll ows:

S 125.10 Crimnal ly negligent hom cide.

A person is guilty of crimnally negligent hom cide when[, wth]:

1. WTH crimnal negligence, he OR SHE causes the death of another
person[.]; OR

2. HE OR SHE CAUSES THE DEATH OF ANOTHER PERSON WHI LE OPERATING A
MOTOR VEHI CLE I N VI OLATI ON OF SUBDI VI SION (A) OF SECTI ON ELEVEN HUNDRED
SEVENTY- FOUR OF THE VEH CLE AND TRAFFI C LAW

Crimnally negligent homcide is a class E fel ony.

S 4. This act shall take effect imediately.
