THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. As causes, synptons, and effects of alcoholismand
subst ance abuse may manifest differently in wonmen and nen, the conm s-
sioner of the office of alcoholismand substance abuse services, in
consultation with the comm ssioner of the departnment of health, shal
provide and publish, in electronic or other format, educational materi-
als for health care providers, as defined in subdivision 6 of section
238 of the public health | aw, regardi ng screeni ng, assessnent, and di ag-
nosis of alcoholismand chem cal dependency in wonen. Such educationa
materials may include, but shall not be |limted to, information regard-
ing synptons of addiction, causes of addiction, evidence based instru-
ments health care providers nmay use in screening, screening techniques,
how al coholismand chem cal dependency affects wonmen's health, a refer-
ral list for treatnent, a list of educational websites regarding alco-
holism and chem cal dependency, and literature regardi ng treatnent and
recovery. Such educational materials shall be made available to health
care providers through the official website of the office of alcoholism
and substance abuse services and by any other neans deened appropriate
by the conm ssioner of the office of alcoholismand substance abuse
servi ces.
