THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. The tax Ilaw is anended by adding a new section 209-H to
read as foll ows:

S 209-H G FT FOR DI ABETES RESEARCH AND EDUCATI ON. EFFECTIVE FOR ANY
TAX YEAR COWENCI NG ON OR AFTER THE EFFECTI VE DATE OF THI S SECTI ON, A

S 3. The state finance |law is anended by adding a new section 89-h to
read as foll ows:

S 89-H DI ABETES RESEARCH AND EDUCATION FUND. 1. THERE |S HEREBY
ESTABLISHED IN THE JO NT CUSTODY OF THE COVM SSI ONER OF TAXATI ON AND
FI NANCE AND THE COMPTROLLER, A SPECI AL FUND TO BE KNOWN AS THE " DI ABETES
RESEARCH AND EDUCATI ON FUND".

2. SUCH FUND SHALL CONSI ST OF ALL REVENUES RECElI VED BY THE DEPARTMENT
OF TAXATION AND FINANCE, PURSUANT TO THE PROVI SIONS OF SECTI ON TWO
HUNDRED NI NE-H AND SECTI ON SI X HUNDRED THI RTY-C OF THE TAX LAW AND ALL
OTHER MONEYS APPROPRI ATED, CREDI TED, OR TRANSFERRED THERETO FROM ANY
OTHER FUND OR SOURCE PURSUANT TO LAW NOTHI NG CONTAINED HEREIN SHALL
PREVENT THE STATE FROM RECEIVING GRANTS, G FTS OR BEQUESTS FOR THE
PURPCSES OF THE FUND AS DEFINED IN THI S SECTI ON AND DEPGCSI TI NG THEM | NTO
THE FUND ACCORDI NG TO LAW

3. MONIES OF THE FUND SHALL BE EXPENDED ONLY FOR DI ABETES RESEARCH AND
EDUCATI ONAL PRQIECTS. AS USED IN THI' S SECTION, "DI ABETES RESEARCH AND
EDUCATI ON PRQIECTS' MEANS SCI ENTI FI C RESEARCH OR EDUCATI ONAL PRQIECTS,
| NCLUDI NG DEMONSTRATI ON AND EDUCATI ON  GRANTS FOR DI ABETES EDUCATI ON
RESEARCH, WHI CH, ARE APPROVED BY THE DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH.

4. MONIES SHALL BE PAYABLE FROM THE FUND ON THE AUDI T AND WARRANT OF
THE COVMPTROLLER ON VOUCHERS APPROVED AND CERTI FIED BY THE COWM SSI ONER
OF HEALTH.

5. TO THE EXTENT PRACTI CABLE, THE COWM SSI ONER OF HEALTH SHALL ENSURE
THAT ALL MONI ES RECEI VED DURI NG A FI SCAL YEAR ARE EXPENDED PRI OR TO THE
END OF THAT FI SCAL YEAR.

S 4. This act shall take effect immediately.
