THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Section 3205 of the education |aw, subdivision 1 as anended

S 3205. Attendance of mnors upon full time day instruction. 1. a. In
each school district of the state, each mnor from six to [sixteen]
El GHTEEN years of age shall attend upon full time instruction, EXCEPT AS
PROVI DED | N SUBDI VI SION FOUR OF THI S SECTI ON

b. Each mnor fromsix to [sixteen] ElIGHTEEN years of age on an I ndi an
reservation shall attend wupon full tinme day instruction, EXCEPT AS
PROVI DED | N SUBDI VI SION FOUR OF THI S SECTI ON

c. For purposes of this article, a mnor who becones six years of age
on or before the first of Decenber in any school year shall be required
to attend upon full tinme instruction fromthe first day that the appro-
priate public schools are in session in Septenber of such school year,
and a m nor who becones six years of age after the first of Decenber in
any school vyear shall be required to attend upon full tine instruction
fromthe first day of session in the follow ng Septenber; and, except as
otherwi se provided in subdivision three of this section, shall be
required to remain in attendance until the last day of session in the
school year in which the m nor beconmes sixteen years of age.

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2. Exceptions. a. A mnor who has conpleted a four-year high schoo
course of study OR HAS PASSED A H GH SCHOCOL EQUI VALENCY EXAM NATI ON
shall not be subject to the provisions of THI S part [one of this arti-
cle] in respect to required attendance upon instruction.

b. A mnor for whomapplication for a full-tinme enploynment certificate
has been nade and who is eligible therefor may, though unenpl oyed, be
permtted to attend part tine school not |ess than twenty hours per week
instead of full tinme school.

c. The board of education of the Syracuse city school district is
hereby authorized to require mnors who are five years of age on or
bef ore Decenber first to attend kindergarten instruction. However, the
provi sions of this paragraph shall not apply to:

(i) Mnors whose parents elect not to enroll their children in schoo
until the foll ow ng Septenber.

(ii) Students enrolled in non-public schools or in hone instruction.
