THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. The penal law is anmended by adding a new section 265.18 to
read as foll ows:
S 265.18 SALE OF CHI LD OPERATED FI REARMS; CHI LDPROOFI NG

1. NO PERSON, FIRM LIMTED LIABILITY CO/PANY OR CORPORATI ON ENGAGED
IN THE RETAIL BUSINESS OF SELLING RI FLES, SHOTGUNS OR FlI REARMS SHALL
SELL, DELIVER OR TRANSFER ANY CHI LD OPERATED FI REARM TO ANOTHER PERSON.

2. FOR PURPOSES OF THI'S SECTION, "CH LD OPERATED FIREARM' NMEANS A
PISTOL OR REVOLVER MANUFACTURED TWELVE MONTHS OR MORE AFTER THE EFFEC-
TI VE DATE OF THI' S SECTI ON VWHI CH DOES NOT CONTAIN A CHI LDPROOFI NG DEeVI CE
OR MECHANI SM | NCORPORATED | NTO THE DESI GN OF SUCH PI STOL OR REVOLVER TO
EFFECTI VELY PRECLUDE AN AVERAGE FI VE YEAR OLD CHI LD FROM OPERATING THE
Pl STOL OR REVOLVER

3. THE SUPERI NTENDENT OF THE STATE POLI CE SHALL, | N CONSULTATION W TH
