THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. The public health |aw is anmended by addi ng a new section
2801-h to read as foll ows:

S 2801-H RESPI TE DAY DEMONSTRATI ON PROGRAM 1. DEFINITIONS. AS USED
IN THI S SECTI ON:

(A) "RESPI TE DAY DEMONSTRATI ON PROGRAM' MEANS A STRUCTURED, COVPREHEN-
SI VE PROGRAM ESTABLISHED BY THE COVM SSIONER UNDER THI'S SECTION, IN
CONJUNCTION W TH THE DI RECTOR OF THE OFFICE FOR THE AQ NG PROVI DI NG
LEVEL |, LEVEL Il OR LEVEL 11l SERVICES TO REQ STRANTS.

(B) "REG STRANT" MEANS A PERSON:

VALLEY, NORTH COUNTRY, CENTRAL AND WESTERN. EACH LOCATION' S PROGRAM
SHALL CONSI ST OF UP TO FI FTEEN REGQ STRANTS. OPERATORS SHALL BE SELECTED
BASED ON A REQUEST FOR PROPOSAL PROCESS W TH PREFERENCE G VEN TO THOSE
APPLI CANTS WHO ARE ABLE TO DEMONSTRATE THEI R CAPACI TY TO BUI LD PARTNER-
SHI PS AND ENTER | NTO COOPERATI VE ARRANGEMENTS. THI S SECTI ON SHALL NOT BE

4. REG STRANT CARE PLAN. THE OPERATOR SHALL ENSURE:

ASSESSMENT  AND, WHEN APPLI CABLE, A TRANSFER OR DI SCHARGE PLAN | S DEVEL-
OPED FOR EACH REG STRANT WTHI N FIVE VI SITS, NOTI TO EXCEED TH RTY DAYS,
FROM REGQ STRATI ON;

(B) EACH REG STRANT'S CARE PLAN SHALL | NCLUDE:

CONSULTANTS |IN THE MEDI CAL, SOCI AL, PARAMEDI CAL AND RELATED FI ELDS
I NVOLVED I N THE REQ STRANT' S CARE:

| NDI CATE A NEED TO REVI SE THE CARE PLAN.

5. REIMBURSEMENT. FOR THE PURPOSES OF TH S SECTI ON, RElI MBURSEMENT
RATES UNDER TI TLE ELEVEN OF ARTICLE FI VE OF THE SOCI AL SERVI CES LAW FOR
PROGRAMS SHALL BE AS FOLLOWE:

(A) LEVEL | SERVICES WLL BE REI MBURSED AT FORTY PERCENT OF THE BASE
RATE;

(B) LEVEL Il SERVICES WLL BE REI MBURSED AT SEVENTY-FIVE PERCENT OF
THE BASE RATE; AND

(© LEVEL 111 SERVICES WLL BE REI MBURSED AT ONE HUNDRED PERCENT OF
THE BASE RATE.

6. EVALUATI ON AND REPORT. NO LATER THAN JANUARY FI RST, TWO THOUSAND
FOURTEEN, THE COW SSI ONER SHALL PROVI DE THE GOVERNOR, THE TEMPCORARY
PRESI DENT OF THE SENATE AND THE SPEAKER OF THE ASSEMBLY WTH A WRI TTEN
EVALUATI ON OF THE PROGRAM BASED ON AN ASSESSMVENT TOOL DEVELOPED BY THE
DEPARTMENT. SUCH EVALUATI ON SHALL ADDRESS THE OVERALL EFFECTI VENESS OF
THE PROGRAM | N | MPROVI NG QUTCOMES FOR | NDI VI DUAL PATI ENTS AND GROUPS OF
PATI ENTS, REDUCI NG COSTS, ENCOURAG NG PLACEMENTS | N APPROPRI ATE ADULT
DAY HEALTH SERVICES SETTINGS, AND ENHANCI NG THE AVAI LABI LI TY OF LESS
RESTRI CTI VE AND LESS | NSTI TUTI ONAL SERVI CES; SHALL EVALUATE THE NEED FOR
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LEVEL |, Il AND Il SERVI CES AND THE | MPACT ON THE AVAI LABI LI TY OF EACH
OF THE SERVI CES ON COST AND | NSTI TUTI ONAL PLACEMENT; AND SHALL CONTAIN
RECOVMVENDATI ONS RELATI VE TO EXTENDI NG AND EXPANDING THE PROGRAM IN
EVALUATI NG | NDI VI DUAL OQUTCOMVES, THE COWM SSI ONER SHALL CONSULT W TH THE
CENTER FOR FUNCTI ONAL ASSESSMENT RESEARCH AT THE STATE UNI VERSI TY OF NEW
YORK AT BUFFALO.

7. WAI VERS AND FEDERAL APPROVALS. (A) THE PROVISIONS OF THI'S SECTI ON
SHALL NOT APPLY UNLESS ALL NECESSARY APPROVALS UNDER FEDERAL LAW AND
REGULATI ON HAVE BEEN OBTAI NED TO RECEI VE FEDERAL FI NANCI AL PARTI Cl PATI ON
IN THE COSTS OF SERVI CES PROVI DED UNDER THI S SECTI ON.

(B) THE COW SSI ONER | S AUTHORI ZED TO SUBM T AMENDMENTS TO THE STATE
PLAN FOR MEDI CAL ASSISTANCE AND SUBM T ONE OR MORE APPLI CATI ONS FOR
WAI VERS OF THE FEDERAL SOCIAL SECURITY ACT, TO OBTAIN THE FEDERAL
APPROVALS NECESSARY TO | MPLEMENT THI S SECTI ON. THE COVMM SSI ONER SHALL
SUBM T SUCH AMENDMENTS OR APPLI CATI ONS FOR WAl VERS BY SEPTEMBER THI RTI -
ETH, TWD THOUSAND ELEVEN, AND SHALL USE BEST EFFORTS TO OBTAI N THE
APPROVALS REQUI RED BY THI'S SUBDI VI SION IN A TI MELY MANNER SO AS TO ALLOW
EARLY | MPLEMENTATI ON OF THI' S SECTI ON.

S 2. This act shall take effect imediately.
