AN ACT to anend the nental hygiene law, in relation to renanmng the
advi sory council on underage al cohol consunption and authori zi ng such
council to address the issue of substance use anbng youth

THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Section 19.06 of the nmental hygi ene | aw, as added by chap-
ter 275 of he laws of 2008, is anmended to read as foll ows:
S 19.06 Advisory council on underage alcohol consunption AND YOUTH

SUBSTANCE ABUSE

1. Definitions. As used in this section:

(a) "Council"™ shall nmean the advisory council on underage al coho
consunption AND YOUTH SUBSTANCE ABUSE created by this section.

(b) "Chairperson” shall nean the chairperson of the advisory counci
on underage al cohol consunption AND YOUTH SUBSTANCE ABUSE

2. Advi sory council on wunderage alcohol consunption AND YOUTH
SUBSTANCE ABUSE. There is hereby created an advisory council on under-
age alcohol consunption AND YOUTH SUBSTANCE ABUSE. The council shal
consi st of twenty-one nmenbers, who are broadly representative of the
vari ous groups in society which are stakeholders in the effort to conbat
underage al cohol consunption AND YOUTH SUBSTANCE ABUSE. Seven nenbers
shall be appointed by the governor, seven nenbers by the tenporary pres-
ident of the senate and seven nenbers by the speaker of the assenbly. In
maki ng such appoi ntnments, due consideration shall be given to the recom
nmendati ons nade by representative civic, educational, |egal and advocacy
groups and associ ations concerned with, or otherwise engaged in, the
representation of the interests of the youth of New York state. The
commi ssioner, the chairman of the state |iquor authority, the conmm s-
sioner of nental health, the attorney general, the tenporary president
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of the senate and the speaker of the assenbly shall be ex-officio
menbers of the council

3. Termof office for council nenbers. (a) The termof office for each
menber of the council shall be two years. Vacancies in the counci
occurring, other than by expiration of a term shall be filled for the
remai nder of the unexpired termin the sane manner as origi nal appoint-
nment s.

(b) At the beginning of each two year term the nmenbers of the counci

shall choose one nenber of the council to be a chairperson and one
menber to be vice-chairperson. The nenbers of the council shall receive
no conpensation for their services, but shall be reinbursed for al

expenses actually and necessarily incurred by themin the perfornmance of
their duties wunder this section wthin the anmount made avail abl e by
appropriation therefor.

4. Powers and duties of the council. The council shall have the
foll owi ng powers and duties:

(a) To receive information with respect to, and to study and anal yze,
incidents of wunderage consunption of alcoholic bever ages, YOUTH
SUBSTANCE ABUSE, and to exam ne the elenments of such incidents to iden-
tify those factors that are consistently associated with such behavi or;

(b) To identify and analyze the responses to underage drinking AND
YOUTH SUBSTANCE ABUSE nmde by governnental officials, including | aw
enforcenent officials and prosecutors, and to nake recommendations as to
whet her such responses appear to be achieving decreases in the incidence
of such behavior, and if not, whether it appears that a change is
required in policies and procedures;

(c) To <conduct public hearings as nmay be necessary to carry out its
functions under this section;

(d) To nmake recomrendations with respect to the foll ow ng:

(i) educational prograns to teach children the dangers of underage
dri nki ng AND YOUTH SUBSTANCE ABUSE

(ii) training prograns for |aw enforcenent officials and prosecutors
to sensitize themto the special nature of youth-related crine to
encourage themto devel op appropri ate responses;

(ii1) the appropriateness and effectiveness of existing civil and
crimnal laws in redressing underage drinking AND YOUTH SUBSTANCE ABUSE
and any changes that should be made in such | aws; and

(iv) such other matters as may be deened appropriate by the counci
after consultation with involved parti es;

(e) To promul gate any necessary rules of order or procedures relating
to the admnistration and performance of the powers and duties of the
council pursuant to this section; and

(f) To performall other tasks necessary and convenient to carry out
the functions, powers and duties of the council and to effectuate the
pur poses of this section.

5. Report. The council shall submt a witten report to the governor,
tenporary president of the senate and the speaker of the assenbly by no
| ater than October first of the year next succeeding the effective date
of this section and annually thereafter, setting forth the recomenda-
tions and activities of the council on matters within the scope of its
powers and duties as set forth in this section.

S 2. This act shall take effect imediately.
