THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Subdivision 3 of section 4604 of the education law, as
added by chapter 90 of the |aws of 1986, is anended to read as foll ows:

3. The comm ssioner is authorized and directed to promul gate rul es and
regul ati ons THAT REQUI RE SUCH CONTI NUI NG EDUCATI ON ADULT SCHOOLS t o:

A, MAINTAIN STUDENT RECORDS AND TRANSCRIPTS FOR A M NIMUM OF TEN
YEARS;

B. NOTIFY THE STUDENTS OF SUCH SCHOOL THAT SUCH RECORDS AND TRAN
SCRI PTS SHALL BE MAI NTAI NED FOR A M NI MUM OF TEN YEARS; AND

C. provide for the notification of participants in adult conti nuing
education schools of the emergency procedures to be followed in the
event of fire.

S 2. The education law is anmended by adding a new section 115 to read
as foll ows:

S 115. CONTI NU NG EDUCATI ON ADULT SCHOOL RECORDS. 1. THE COWM SSI ONER
SHALL PROMULGATE RULES AND REGULATI ONS REQUI RI NG ANY SCHOCOL THAT OFFERS
CONTI NUI NG EDUCATI ON ADULT CLASSES TO

A. MAI NTAI N STUDENT RECORDS AND TRANSCRIPTS FOR A MN MM OF TEN
YEARS, AND

B. |INFORM STUDENTS THAT SUCH RECORDS AND TRANSCRI PTS W LL BE MAI N-
TAINED FOR A M Nl MUM OF TEN YEARS.

2. FOR THE PURPCSES OF THI S SECTI ON:

A. THE TERM " CONTI NUI NG EDUCATI ON ADULT CLASSES" SHALL MEAN CLASSES,
FOR WH CH A FEE | S CHARCGED, THAT ADHERE TO THE GUI DELI NES SET FORTH I N
SUBDI VI SI ON ONE OF SECTI ON FORTY- SI X HUNDRED FOUR OF THI S CHAPTER,;

OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK.
