AN ACT to anmend the environnental conservation law, in relation to
declaring the waters of the state as public trust resources

THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED I N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Subdivision 13 of section 15-0103 of the environnental
conservation law is amended to read as foll ows:

13. THE WATERS OF THI S STATE ARE DEEMED TO BE PUBLI C TRUST RESOURCES.
It is in the best interest of the state that provision be made for the
regul ati on and supervision of activities that deplete, defile, damage or
otherwi se adversely affect the waters of the state and | and resources
associ ated therew th.

S 2. The openi ng paragraph of section 15-0105 of the environnental
conservation law is amended to read as foll ows:

In recognition THAT THE WATERS OF THE STATE ARE PUBLIC TRUST
RESOURCES, AND IN RECOGNI TION of its sovereign duty to conserve and
control its water resources for the benefit of all inhabitants of the
state, it is hereby declared to be the public policy of the state of New
York that:
