DEEMED " EMPLOYEES" FOR PURPOSES OF THI S SECTI ON.

S 4. This act shall take effect on the one hundred twentieth day after
it shall have becone a law. Effective inmediately, the conmm ssioner of
health is authorized to pronul gate any and all rules and regul ati ons and
take any ot her neasures necessary to inplenment this act on its effective
date, on or before such date.
