AN ACT to anend the real property tax law, in relation to classifying
certain cooperative and condom ni um properties as class one properties
for assessment purposes

THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Paragraph class one of subdivision 1 of section 1802 of the
real property tax |aw, as anended by chapter 332 of the laws of 2008, is
amended to read as foll ows:

Class one: (a) all one, two and three famly residential real proper-
ty, including such dwellings wused in part for nonresidentia
pur poses but which are used primarily for residential purposes,
except such property held in cooperative or condoni nium fornms of
ownership other than [(i)] property defined in subparagraphs (b)
and (c) of this paragraph [and (ii) property which contains no
nore than three dwelling wunits held in condom nium form of
owner ship and which was classified within this class on a previ-
ous assessnment roll]; and provided that, notw thstanding the
provi si ons of paragraph (g) of subdivision twelve of section one
hundred two of this chapter, a nobile hone or a trailer shal
not be classified within this class unless it is owner-occupied
and separately assessed; and (b) residential real property [not
nore than three stories in height] held in condom nium form of
ownership, provided that [no dwelling unit therein previously
was on an assessnent roll as a dwelling unit in other than
condoni ni um form of ownershi p] SUCH DWELLING UNIT | S OCCUPI ED BY
I TS OMNER; and (c) residential real property [consisting of one
famly house structures] owned by the occupant, situated on |and
held in cooperative ownership by owner occupiers[, provided

vacant land | ocated within a special assessing unit which is not
a city, provided that such vacant |and which is not zoned resi-
