The coursework or training shal
include information regarding the physical and behavioral indicators of
child abuse and naltreatnment and the statutory reporting requirenents
set out in sections four hundred thirteen through four hundred twenty of
the social services law, including but not linmted to, when and how a
report nust be nmade, what other actions the reporter is nmandated or
authorized to take, the legal protections afforded reporters, and the
consequences for failing to report. Such coursework or training nmay al so
i nclude information regardi ng the physical and behavioral indicators of
the abuse of individuals with nental retardation and ot her devel opnent al
disabilities and voluntary reporting of abused or neglected adults to
the office of mental retardation and devel opnental disabilities or the
| ocal adult protective services unit. Each applicant shall provide the
departnment with docunentati on showi ng that he or she has conpleted the
required training. The departnment shall provide an exenption fromthe
child abuse and naltreatnment training requirenents to any applicant who
requests such an exenption and who shows, to the departnent's satisfac-
tion, that there woul d be no need because of the nature of his or her
practice for himor her to conplete such training;

S 7602. State board for psychol ogy. A state board for psychol ogy
shall be appointed by the board of regents on recomendation of the
comm ssioner for the purpose of assisting the board of regents and the
departnment on matters of professional |icensing and professional conduct
in accordance with section sixty-five hundred eight of this title. The
board shall be conposed of not |ess than el even [psychol ogists |icensed
inthis state] MEMBERS, A NUMBER OF WHOM SHALL BE LICENSED SCHOOL
PSYCHOLOG STS SUFFI CIENT TO ASSURE MEAN NGFUL PARTI Cl PATI ON | N BOARD
ACTIVITIES. An executive secretary to the board shall be appointed by
the board of regents wupon the recommendation of the comm ssioner and
shall be a psychologist, licensed in this state.

S 5. Severability. If any clause, sentence, paragraph, section or part
of this act shall be adjudged by any court of conpetent jurisdiction to
be invalid, the judgnment shall not affect, inpair, or invalidate the
remai nder thereof, but shall be confined in its operation to the cl ause,
sent ence, paragraph, section or part thereof directly involved in the
controversy in which the judgnent shall have been rendered.

S 6. This act shall take effect January 1, 2012; provided that the
department of education is authorized to promulgate any and all rules
and regulations and take any other measure necessary to inplenment this
act on or before its effective date, including, but not limted to, the
appoi ntnent of the state board for psychol ogy, the acceptance and proc-
essing of applications for licensure and the issuance of |icenses;
provided further that the provisions of article 167 of the education
| aw, as added by section one of this act, requiring a license or limted
permt to practice under such article shall not be enforced until Janu-
ary 1, 2013.
