THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED I N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Notw thstandi ng any other provision of law to the contrary,
t he assessor of the county of Nassau is hereby authorized to accept from
Moni ca's Manor, Inc. an application for exenption from real property
taxes pursuant to section 420-a of the real property tax |law for the
2010- 2011 and 2011-2012 assessnent rolls with respect to the second hal f
of the 2010-2011 school taxes, the 2011-2012 school taxes, the second
half of the 2011 general taxes, and the 2012 general taxes for the
parcel of land acquired by Mnica' s Manor, Inc. on July 27, 2011 | ocated
in the town of Henpstead at 1300 Commobdore Road, Uni ondal e al so known as
and by section 50, block 333-01, ot 5 on the land and tax map of Nassau
county. |If accepted, such application shall be reviewed as i1f it had
been received on or before the taxable status date established for such
rolls.

If satisfied that such organi zation would otherwise be entitled to
such exenption if such organization had filed an application for
exenption by the appropriate taxable status date, the assessor, upon
approval by the Nassau county | egislature, nmay grant exenption from al
taxation beginning with the date of acquisition of the property by the
organi zation and rmake appropriate corrections to the subject rolls. If
exenption is granted and such organi zation therefore shall have paid any
tax with respect to the subject rolls, the governing body or the tax
departnment nmay, in its sole discretion, provide for the refund of those
taxes paid; cancel taxes, fines, penalties or interest remaining unpaid,
and rei nmburse tax |ien hol ders.

S 2. This act shall take effect imediately.
