THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. This act shall be known and may be cited as the "traffic
violations fair notice act".

S 2. Section 150.10 of the crimnal procedure |law is anended by addi ng
a new subdivision 3 to read as foll ows:

3. VWHENEVER AN APPEARANCE TI CKET, AS DEFINED IN SUBDIVISION ONE OF
THIS SECTION, IS ISSUED |N ACCORDANCE W TH THE PROVI SI ONS OF SECTI ON
150.20 OF THI'S ARTICLE TO A PERSON ALLEG NG AN OFFENSE OF THE VEH CLE
AND TRAFFIC LAW SUCH APPEARANCE TICKET SHALL CONTAIN LANGUAGE I N
ACCORDANCE WTH SUBDIVISION TWO OF THI'S SECTION, AND SHALL CONTAIN
LANGUAGE NOTI FYI NG THE DEFENDANT OF

ANY PERSON WHO FAILS TO PAY THE DRI VER RESPONSI Bl LI TY ASSESSMENT | MPOSED
UPON H M OR HER BY THE DEPARTMENT PURSUANT TO SECTI ON FI VE HUNDRED THREE
OF TH S ARTI CLE, THE DEPARTMENT MJST HAVE SENT SUCH PERSON NOTI CES STAT-
ING THAT HE OR SHE HAS FAILED TO PAY THE REQUI RED ASSESSMENT. SUCH

effective date. This shall include determ ning the |anguage that shal

appear on the ticket in accordance with the provisions of subdivision 3
of section 150.10 of the crimnal procedure |aw.

S 5. This act shall take effect Imedi ately; except that section two
of this act shall take effect on the one hundred eightieth day after it
shal | have becone a | aw
