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AN ACT to direct the superintendent of financial services to promul gate
rules and regulations relating to excluding the use of "credit scores”
in determ ning auto i nsurance premn uns

THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Legislative intent. The legislature finds that the practice
of using "credit scores” to determ ne auto insurance prem unms can result
in premum fluctuations that are difficult for consunmers to nmanage. In
addi tion, consumers nmay not be aware of changes in their credit rating
and therefore would not have the infornmation they needed to exercise
responsi bl e control over a factor which could affect their insurance
rates.

The legislature further finds that a "credit score" comes frominfor-
mation contained in consuner credit reports and is considered along with
other notor vehicle and driving records to conpute insurance risk at a
particular point in tine. Insurance scoring is predicated on a statis-
tical correlation between personal noney managenent and insurance ri sk.
I nsurance scoring is one of many factors which can be used to evaluate
ri sks and assign rates.

Accordingly, the Ilegislature finds that, since it is a calculation
that is one of many used actuarial calculations it need not be a deci-
sive factor. It is the purpose of this act to direct the superintendent
of financial services to prormulgate any rules and regul ati ons necessary
to prohibit the wuse of this nmethod of calculating risk in the fornmnu-
| ation of auto insurance prem uns on policies held by residents of New
Yor k.

S 2. The superintendent of financial services shall review the actuar-
ial nmethods and fornulas currently utilized to deternine auto insurance
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prem uns for New York consuners. Such review shall include a determ -
nation of whether or not the manner in which insurance prem uns are
determ ned includes the use of "credit scores” or simlar neans of
utilizing consumer credit reports to deternine a statistical correlation
bet ween personal noney managenent and insurance risk. |f the superinten-
dent of financial services determ nes that such nethods are utilized he
or she shall pronulgate anended rules and regulations which do not
include the wuse of credit scoring nmethods. If the superintendent of
financial services determ nes that such nethods are not utilized, he or
she shall promulgate rules and regul ati ons which prohibit the future use
of credit scoring nethods.

S 3. This act shall take effect on the one hundred eightieth day after
it shall have becone a | aw, provided, however, that effective i Mmedi at e-
ly, the addition, anendnent and/or repeal of any rules or regulations
necessary for the inplenentation of the provisions of this act on its
effective date is authorized and directed to be made and conpl eted on or
bef ore such effective date.
