THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Subdivision 3 of section 168-a of the executive law, as
anended by chapter 481 of the laws of 2012, is anmended to read as
fol | ows:
