Section 1. Subdivisions 2-a, 2-b, 3, 8, 10 and 10-a of section 4601 of
the public health law, subdivision 2-a as added and subdi visions 3 and 8
as amended by chapter 659 of the laws of 1997, subdivision 2-b as
anended by chapter 523 of the |aws of 2011, subdivision 10 as added by
chapter 689 of the laws of 1989, and subdivision 10-a as added by chap-
ter 401 of the laws of 2003, are anmended and three new subdivisions 7-a,
7-b and 7-c are added to read as foll ows:

2-a. "Continuing care retirement COVWUN TY contract” shall nean a
single contract to provide a person the services provided by a continu-
ing care retirenment conmmunity.

"Continuing care retirenment conmunity" or "comunity" shall mean
a facility or facilities established to provide a conprehensive, cohe-
sive living arrangenment for the elderly, oriented to the enhancenent of

a. provides, OR SUPPORTS THROUGH CONTI NU NG CARE AT HOME, i ndependent
living units, and [provides a] neal plan OPTIONS.

price of an independent living unit in an equity arrangenent, regardless
of the formof the purchase agreenent, shall not be considered an entry
fee for purposes of calculating reserve liabilities, but shall be
consi dered an entry fee for escrow purposes;

b. provides a range of health care and social services, subject to
such terns as nmay be included within the contract, which shall include
adult care facility services of an on-site or affiliated adult care
facility, and at a mninmum sixty days of prepaid services of an on-site
or affiliated nursing facility for residents not receiving services
under a fee-for-service contract;

c. provides access to health services as defined in the contract,
prescription drugs, and rehabilitation services;

d. nothing in this article shall elimnate the obligation of a contin-
uing care retirenent community to provide at |east sixty days of prepaid
nursing facility services to all residents, with the exception of resi-
dents receiving services under the terns of a fee-for-service continuing
care contract as defined in this section. The prepaid days nust include
the first sixty days of nursing facility services, whether or not
consecutive, not covered by Title XVIII of the federal social security
act; and

e. conmunities established under this article and offering fee-for-
service continuing care contracts nust offer, along with such fee-for-
service continuing care contracts, |ife care and/or continuing care
contracts as defined in subdivision eight-a of this section.

3. "Contracts" or "agreenments" shall mean CONTI NU NG CARE AT HOVE OR
continuing care retirement COMWUNITY contracts as defined in this arti-
cle.

that nothing therein shall relieve a conmunity fromits obligations to
provide or to insure provision of all contractually required care pursu-
ant to the ternms of a continuing care retirement contract.

[and, with regard to communities for which the departnment of socia
services has regulatory responsibility, the conmm ssioner of socia
services, or designee,] may at any tinme, and shall at |east once every
three years, visit each conmunity and exam ne the business of any appli -
cant for a certificate of authority and any operator engaged in the
execution of continuing care retirement COMUNITY contracts OR CONTI NU-
I NG CARE AT HOVE CONTRACTS or engaged in the performance of obligations
under such contracts. Routine exam nations nay be conducted by having
docunments designated by and submtted to such conm ssioners or super-
i ntendent, which shall include financial documents and records conform
ing to commonly accepted accounting principles and practices. The fina
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witten report of each such exam nation conducted by such conm ssioners
or superintendent shall be filed wth the conm ssioner and, when so
filed, shall constitute a public record.
