AN ACT to anend the energy |law and the public service law, in relation
to net-nmetering and on-farm energy generation

THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. This act shall be known and may be cited as the "repower
New York farns act".

S 2. Subdivisions 1, 2 and 3 of section 3-101 of the energy |aw,
subdi visions 2 and 3 as anended by chapter 820 of the |aws of 1976, are
amended to read as foll ows:

1. to obtain and maintain an adequate and conti nuous supply of safe,
dependabl e and economi cal energy for the people of the state and to
accel erate developnment and use wthin the state of renewabl e energy
sources, all in order to pronote the state's economc growmh, to create
enpl oynment within the state, to protect its environnmental val ues AND
AGRI CULTURAL HERI TAGE, to husband its resources for future generations,
and to pronote the health and wel fare of its people;

2. to encourage conservation of energy in the construction and opera-

tion of new comercial, industrial, AGRICULTURAL and residential build-
ings, and in the rehabilitation of existing structures, through heati ng,
cooling, ventilation, lighting, insulation and design techni ques and the

use of energy audits and life-cycle costing anal ysis;

3. to encourage the use of performance standards in all energy-using
appl i ances, and in industrial, AGRICULTURAL and comercial applications
of energy-usi ng apparatus and processes;

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(d) "Solar electric generating equipnment” means a photovoltaic system
(i) (A in the case of a residential custoner (OTHER THAN A FARM UTI LI Z-
I NG A RESI DENTI AL METER), with a rated capacity of not nore than twen-
ty-five kilowatts; [and] (B) IN THE CASE OF A FARM UTI LI ZI NG A RESI DEN-
TIAL METER W TH A RATED CAPACI TY OF NOT MORE THAN ONE HUNDRED Kl LOWATTS;
AND (C) in the case of a non-residential custoner, with a rated capacity
of not nore than two thousand kilowatts; and (ii) that is manufactured,
install ed, and operated in accordance wth applicable governnment and
i ndustry standards, that is connected to the electric system and oper-
ated in conjunction with an electric corporation's transnm ssion and
distribution facilities, and that 1is operated in conpliance with any
standards and requirenents established under this section.

Subparagraph (ii) of paragraph (c) of subdivision 3 of section
66-] of the public service | aw, as anended by chapter 546 of the | aws of
2011, is anmended to read as foll ows:

(ii) In the case of a custoner-generator who owns or operates farm
waste el ectric generating equi pment | ocated and used at his or her "farm
operation," up to a total anount of [five] TWO) thousand FIVE HUNDRED
dol | ars per "farm operation"; and

S 5. Subparagraphs (i) and (ii) of paragraph (c) of subdivision 3 of
section 66-1 of the public service |law, as amended by chapter 7 of the
| aws of 2010, are amended to read as foll ows:

(i) in the <case of aresidential[, farmservice] or non-residential
custoner-generator with a conbined rated capacity of not nore than twen-
ty-five kilowatts, up to a maxi mum anount of seven hundred fifty dollars
AND IN THE CASE OF A FARM SERVI CE CUSTOVER- GENERATOR THE MAXI MUM  AMOUNT
SHALL NOT EXCEED THREE HUNDRED SEVENTY- FlI VE DOLLARS; and

(ii) in the case of a farmservice custonmer-generator with a conbi ned
rated capacity of not nore than five hundred kilowatts, up to a maximm
of [five] TWD thousand FIVE HUNDRED dol | ars; and

S 6. The energy law is anended by adding a new section 17-104 to read
as foll ows:

S 17-104. ON-FARM RENEWABLE ENERGY SURVEY. 1. BY JANUARY THI RTI ETH OF
EACH EVEN NUMBERED YEAR, THE NEW YORK STATE ENERGY RESEARCH AND DEVELOP-
MENT AUTHORI TY ( NYSERDA) | N COOPERATI ON W TH THE DEPARTMENT OF AGRI CUL-
TURE AND MARKETS SHALL PRODUCE A STUDY MEASURI NG THE EXPANSI ON OF
ON- FARM RENEWABLE ENERGY GENERATI ON | N NEW YORK STATE.

2. THE STUDY W LL SPECI FI CALLY | DENTIFY AND MEASURE THE NUMBER OF
ANAEROBI C DI GESTERS, PHOTOVOLTAI C SYSTEMS, W ND ENERGY SYSTEMS AND OTHER
RENEWABLE ENERGY SOURCES LOCATED ON FARMS AND AGRI CULTURAL ENTERPRI SES
I N NEW YORK STATE. SUCH STUDY W LL ALSO PROVI DE | NFORVATI ON ON THE TOTAL
AMOUNT OF ELECTRICI TY PRODUCED, THE ESTI MATED ENERGY SAVINGS TO FARM
CUSTOVERS WHO | NSTALL ON- SI TE RENEWABLE GENERATI ON AND THE ENVI RONMENTAL
BENEFI TS MEASURED IN AVO DED EM SSIONS OF CARBON DI OXI DE AND OTHER
POLLUTANTS.

3. SUCH STUDY W LL ALSO EXAM NE THE POSI TI VE OR NEGATIVE | MPACTS OF
STATE ENERGY POLICIES AND ENVI RONVENTAL REGULATIONS I N ASSI STI NG OR
HI NDERI NG ADDI TI ONAL DEPLOYMENT OF ON-FARM RENEWABLE  GENERATI ON.
FURTHER, | T WLL MAKE RECOMVENDATI ONS ON PCSSI BLE CHANGES | N REGULATORY
POLI CY, | NCLUDI NG THE RULES AND REGULATI ONS | NCLUDED I N STATE RFP'S OR
PON' S RELATED TO RENEWABLE ENERGY DEPLOYMENT THAT COULD LEAD TO THE
EXPANSI ON OF SUCH ON- FARM RENEWABLE ENERGY DEVELOPMENT.

4. THE STUDY SHALL PROVI DE A BREAKDOWN OF THE REQUI RED | NFORMATI ON  BY
COUNTY AND ALSO | N THE AGGREGATE STATEW DE. ELECTRONI C VERSIONS OF THI' S
REPORT WHI CH SHALL BE ENTI TLED THE "NEW YORK ON- FARM RENEWABLE ENERGY
SURVEY" SHALL BE MADE AVAILABLE ON THE WEBSI TES OF NYSERDA AND THE
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DEPARTMENT, AND WRI TTEN COPI ES SHALL BE TRANSM TTED TO THE GOVERNOR, THE
TEMPORARY PRESI DENT OR PRESI DENTS OF THE SENATE, THE SPEAKER OF THE
ASSEMBLY, THE CHAIR OF THE SENATE ENERGY AND TELECOVMUNI CATI ONS COWM T-
TEE, THE CHAIR OF THE ASSEMBLY ENERGY COWM TTEE, THE CHAI R OF THE SENATE
AGRI CULTURE COWM TTEE AND THE CHAI R OF THE ASSEMBLY AGRI CULTURE COWM T-
TEE.

5. FUNDI NG FOR THE STUDY SHALL BE PROVI DED BY NYSERDA AND FROM FUNDS
COLLECTED THROUGH THE RENEWABLE PORTFOLI O STANDARD, THE ENERGY EFFI Cl EN-
CY PORTFOLI O STANDARD, THE SYSTEMS BENEFI T CHARGE OR ANOTHER DEDI CATED
FUND OF THE AUTHORI TY, NOT SUBJECT TO BUDGETARY APPROPRI ATI ON.

S 7. This act shall take effect immediately.
