EVALUATI ON AND SELECTI ON OF AN | DENTI TY CREDENTI ALI NG SYSTEM THAT

BE OPENED ON OR BEFORE MARCH FI RST, TWO THOUSAND S| XTEEN

TO BE LOCATED I N AN UPSTATE HOSPI TAL AND ONE TO BE LOCATED IN A DOMW-

S 2. Subdi vi sion 1 of section 367-b of the social services |law, as
added by chapter 639 of the laws of 1976, is amended to read as foll ows:

1. The departnent, | N CONSULTATION WTH THE COW SSI ONER OF HEALTH
shall design and inplenent a statew de nedi cal assistance information
and paynents system for the purpose of providing individual and aggre-
gate data to social services districts to assist themin naking basic
managenent decisions, to the departnment and other state agencies to
assist in the admnistration of the nedical assistance program and to
the governor and the legislature as may be necessary to assist in making
maj or adm nistrative and policy decisions affecting such program Such
system shal | be designed so as to be capable of the foll ow ng:

a. receiving and processing information relating to the eligibility of
each person applying for nedical assistance and of issuing a nedica
assi stance identification card, AND WHEN AVAI LABLE UTI LI ZI NG THE BI OVE-
TRIC | DENTIFI CATION | SSUED BY THE DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH, CONFORM NG TO
THE REQUI REMENTS SET FORTH I N THE MEDI CAI D | DENTI FI CATI ON AND ANTI - FRAUD
Bl OVETRI C TECHNOLOGY PI LOT PROGRAM ESTABLI SHED PURSUANT TO ARTI CLE TWO B
OF THE PUBLI C HEALTH LAWto persons determned by a social services
official to be eligible for such assi stance;

b. ACTI VATING MEDI CAL ASSI STANCE | DENTI FI CATION  BY REQUI RI NG AN
APPLI CANT RECEI VI NG SUCH | DENTI FI CATI ON FROM THE DEPARTMENT TO HAVE |IT
VERIFIED AT A SOCIAL SERVICES DI STRICT OFFICE I N THE SOCI AL SERVI CES
DI STRICT | N WH CH THE APPLI CANT RESI DES;

C. receiving and processing information relating to each qualified
provi der of medical assistance furnishing care, services or supplies for
which clainms for paynment are made pursuant to this title;

[c.] D. receiving and processing, in a formand manner prescribed by
the departnment, all clains for nmedical care, services and supplies, and
maki ng paynents for valid clains to providers of nmedical care, services
and supplies on behalf of social services districts; AND

[d.] E. maintaining informati on necessary to allow the departnent,
consistent with the powers and duties of the departnment of health, to
review t he appropri ateness, scope and duration of medical care, services
and supplies provided to any eligible person pursuant to this chapter;
and
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[e.] F. initiating inplenentation of such a systemfor the district
conprising the city of New York, in a nmanner conpatible wth expansion
of such systemto districts other than the district conprising the city
of New Yor k.

S 3. The sum of six hundred thousand dollars ($600,000), or so nuch
t hereof as may be necessary, is hereby appropriated to the departnent of
health out of any noneys in the state treasury in the general fund to
the credit of the Medicaid identification and anti-fraud biometric tech-
nol ogy pilot program not otherw se appropriated, and made i mredi ately
avai l abl e, for the purpose of carrying out the provisions of this act.
Such noneys shall be payable on the audit and warrant of the conptroller
on vouchers certified or approved by the departnent of health in the
manner prescribed by | aw.

S 4. This act shall take effect inmediately.
