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AN ACT to anend the education law, in relation to establishing a new
category of tuition for non-resident students of the state university
enrolled in distance | earning courses

THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. The opening paragraph of subparagraph 4 of paragraph h of
subdi vi sion 2 of section 355 of the education |aw, as amended by chapter
260 of the |aws of 2011, is anended to read as foll ows:

The trustees shall not inpose a differential tuition charge based upon
need or income. Except as hereinafter provided, all students enrolled in
prograns |eading to |i ke degrees at state-operated institutions of the
state wuniversity shall be charged a uniformrate of tuition except for
differential tuition rates based on state residency. Provided, however,
that the trustees may authorize the presidents of the colleges of tech-
nol ogy and the colleges of agriculture and technology to set differing
rates of tuition for each of the <colleges for students enrolled in
degree-granting prograns |eading to an associ ate degree and non-degree
granting progranms so long as such tuition rate does not exceed the
tuition rate charged to students who are enrolled in |ike degree
progranms or degree-granting undergraduate prograns |eading to a bacca-
| aureate degree at other state-operated institutions of the state
uni versity of New York. NOTW THSTANDI NG ANY OTHER PROVISION OF TH S
SUBPARAGRAPH, THE TRUSTEES MAY AUTHORI ZE THE SETTI NG OF A SEPARATE CATE-
GORY OF TU TION RATE, THAT SHALL BE GREATER THAN THE TUl Tl ON RATE FOR
RESI DENT STUDENTS AND LESS THAN THE TU TION RATE FOR NON- RESI DENT
STUDENTS, ONLY FOR STUDENTS ENROLLED I N DI STANCE LEARNI NG COURSES WHO
ARE NOT RESI DENTS OF THE STATE. Except as otherwi se authorized in this
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subpar agraph, the trustees shall not adopt changes affecting tuition
charges prior to the enactnment of the annual budget, provided however
t hat :

S 2. Subparagraph 4 of paragraph h of subdivision 2 of section 355 of
the education law, as anended by chapter 309 of the laws of 1996, is
amended to read as foll ows:

(4) The trustees shall not inpose a differential tuition charge based
upon need or income. Al students enrolled in progranms |eading to Iike
degrees at state-operated institutions of the state university shall be
charged a uniformrate of tuition except for differential tuition rates
based on state residency. Provided, however, that the trustees my
authorize the presidents of the coll eges of technology and the coll eges
of agriculture and technology to set differing rates of tuition for each
of the colleges for students enrolled in degree-granting prograns | ead-
ing to an associate degree and non-degree granting programs so long as
such tuition rate does not exceed the tuition rate charged to students
who are enrolled in |Iike degree prograns or degree-granting undergradu-
ate prograns |l eading to a baccal aureate degree at other state-operated
institutions of the state university of New York. NOTW THSTANDI NG ANY
OTHER PROVI SION OF TH S SUBPARAGRAPH, THE TRUSTEES MAY AUTHORIZE THE
SETTING OF A SEPARATE CATEGORY OF TUI TI ON RATE, THAT SHALL BE GREATER
THAN THE TUI TI ON RATE FOR RESI DENT STUDENTS AND LESS THAN THE TU Tl ON
RATE FOR NON RESI DENT STUDENTS, ONLY FOR STUDENTS ENROLLED I N DI STANCE
LEARNI NG COURSES WHO ARE NOT RESI DENTS OF THE STATE. The trustees shal
not adopt changes affecting tuition charges prior to the enactnent of
t he annual budget.

S 3. This act shall take effect April 1, 2014, provided that the
anmendnents to subparagraph 4 of paragraph h of subdivision 2 of section
355 of the education |aw nade by section one of this act shall be
subject to the expiration and reversion of such subparagraph pursuant to
section 16 of chapter 260 of the laws of 2011, as amended, when upon
such date the provisions of section two of this act shall take effect.
