AN ACT to anend the education law, in relation to recognizing boards of
cooperative educational services as regional |eaders and to expand the
provision of services by boards of cooperative educational services,
aut hori zing school library systens to serve charter school |I|ibraries,
expanding the authority of boards of cooperative educational services
to provide services to charter schools, authorizing boards of cooper-
ative educational services to enter into contracts with state agenci es
for the adm nistration of certain instructional services, authorizing
the office of mental health to neet its educational obligations for
certain children by contracting for such services with the board of
cooperative educational services and providing school districts wth
flexibility in carrying out their clainms auditing function

THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Legislative findings. The legislature finds and declares
that boards of cooperative educational services serve a critical func-
tion as regional |eaders essential in supporting the State's commtnent
to inplementing the refornms in the State's Race to the Top Application
and in assisting the State in carrying out the State's educational poli-
cies, including but not limted to the reformagenda of the board of
regents. The role of the board of cooperative educational services is
essential to the State's effective inplenentation of a comobn set of
K-12 standards that are built on college and career readi ness; devel op-
ing and inplenmenting comon, high-quality assessments; assi sting
districts in fully inplementing a statew de | ongitudinal data system and

S 2. Section 282 of the education |aw, as added by chapter 348 of the
| aws of 1984, is anended to read as foll ows:

S 282. Establishnent of school Iibrary systens. The comm ssioner is
authorized to approve the establishnent of school library systens, each
systemto be conposed of school districts which are located wthin a
board of cooperative educational services area, or a school district
serving a city with a popul ation of one hundred twenty-five thousand or
nore, or conbinations thereof. The systens may include non-public school
libraries as defined in regulations to be pronul gated by the comm ssi on-
er AND CHARTER SCHOOL LI BRARIES. Upon establishnment, such school
library systens shall be governed by either their respective boards of
cooperative educational services, by boards of education in school
districts serving cities with populations of one hundred twenty-five
thousand or nore, or by a governing body established under the plan to
be submtted to the conm ssioner in cases of systems serving a conbina-
tion of areas.

S 3. Paragraph h of subdivision 4 of section 1950 of the education |aw
i s amended by addi ng a new subparagraph 12 to read as foll ows:

(12) TO ENTER I NTO CONTRACTS W TH CHARTER SCHOOLS LOCATED W THI N THE
AREA SERVED BY THE BOARD OF COOPERATI VE EDUCATI ONAL SERVI CES TO PROVI DE
SUCH CHARTER SCHOOLS, AT COST, W TH ANY SERVI CES THE BOARD OF COOPER-
ATl VE EDUCATI ONAL SERVI CES PROVI DES TO SCHOOL DI STRI CTS. CONTRACTS MUST
BE EXECUTED BY THE BOARD OF COOPERATI VE EDUCATI ONAL SERVI CES AND THE
BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF SUCH CHARTER SCHOOLS AND SHALL ONLY AUTHORI ZE CHAR-
TER SCHOOL STUDENTS TO PARTI Cl PATE I N AN | NSTRUCTI ONAL PROGRAM | F  SUCH
SERVI CES ARE AVAILABLE TO ALL ELIGBLE STUDENTS |IN THE COVPONENT
DI STRI CTS. TO BE APPROVED BY THE COWM SSI ONER, THE CONTRACT, | NCLUDI NG
ANY BUSI NESS PLAN, SHALL DEMONSTRATE THAT ANY SERVI CES PROVI DED TO CHAR-
TER SCHOOLS PURSUANT TO THI S SUBPARAGRAPH SHALL NOT RESULT | N ANY ADDI -
TI ONAL COSTS BEI NG | MPOSED ON COVPONENT SCHOOL DI STRICTS AND THAT ANY
PAYMENTS RECEI VED BY THE BOARD OF COOPERATI VE EDUCATI ONAL SERVI CES FOR
SERVI CES PROVI DED I N THI S SUBPARAGRAPH THAT EXCEED ANY COST TO THE BQARD
OF COOPERATI VE EDUCATI ONAL SERVI CES FOR PROVI DI NG SUCH SERVI CES SHALL BE
APPLI ED TO REDUCE THE COSTS OF AIDABLE SHARED SERVICES ALLOCATED TO
COVPONENT SCHOOL DI STRI CTS PURSUANT TO PARAGRAPH D OF THI' S SUBDI VI SI ON
AND SHALL ALSO BE APPLI ED TO REDUCE THE APPROVED COST OF SERVI CES PURSU-
ANT TO SUBDI VI SION FI VE OF THI' S SECTI ON. SERVI CES PROVI DED BY A BOARD OF
COOPERATI VE EDUCATI ONAL SERVI CES TO COVPONENT DI STRICTS AT THE TIME OF
APPROVAL OF A CONTRACT UNDER THI S PARAGRAPH SHALL NOT BE REDUCED OR
ELI M NATED SOLELY DUE TO A BOARD OF COOPERATI VE EDUCATI ONAL SERVI CES
PERFORMANCE OF SERVI CES TO CHARTER SCHOOLS PURSUANT TO THI S PARAGRAPH.

S 4. Subparagraph 9 of paragraph h of subdivision 4 of section 1950 of
the education |aw, as added by section 1 of part Mof chapter 56 of the
| aws of 2012, is anended to read as foll ows:

(9) To enter into contracts with the comm ssioner of the office of
mental health, to provide [special education and related services]
EDUCATI ONAL SERVI CES, in accordance with subdivision six-b of section
thirty-two hundred two of this chapter to patients hospitalized in
hospital s operated by the office of nental health who are between the
ages of five and twenty-one who have not received a high school diplong;
PROVI DED HOWEVER THAT EDUCATI ONAL SERVI CES FOR SUCH STUDENTS SHALL BE
LIM TED TO THE PROVI SI ON OF SPECI AL EDUCATI ON AND RELATED SERVICES FOR
STUDENTS WTH DI SABILITIES UNLESS THE COW SSI ONER OF THE OFFI CE OF
MENTAL HEALTH DETERM NES THAT REASONABLE EFFORTS WERE MADE TO CONTRACT

(1) PRIOR TO ENTERI NG ANY SUCH CONTRACT, AND ANNUALLY THEREAFTER, THE
BOARD OF COOPERATI VE EDUCATI ONAL SERVI CES SHALL SUBM T TO THE COW S-
SIONER, THE COWM SSI ONER OF THE OFFI CE OF MENTAL HEALTH, AND THE DI VI -
SI ON OF THE BUDGET A PROPCSED OPERATI NG PLAN AND PROPCSED BUDGET BASED
UPON THE REQUEST FOR SERVICES RECEIVED FROM THE COVM SSI ONER OF THE
OFFI CE OF MENTAL HEALTH.

(1) THE EDUCATI ONAL SERVI CES THAT ARE CONTAINED IN SUCH OPERATI NG
PLAN SHALL BE SUBJECT TO THE APPROVAL OF THE COWM SSI ONER UPON A DETER-
M NATI ON THAT SUCH SERVI CES ARE NECESSARY TO SATISFY THE OBLI GATI ONS
PURSUANT TO SECTION 33.11 OF THE MENTAL HYd ENE LAW OR SECTI ON ONE
HUNDRED TWELVE OF THI' S TI TLE.

(1'11) THE PROPOSED BUDGET ACCOVPANYI NG AN OPERATI NG PLAN APPROVED BY
THE COW SSIONER SHALL CONFORM TO THE REQUI REMENT THAT ANY SERVI CES

(13) TO ENTER |INTO CONTRACTS W TH STATE AGENCI ES THAT HAVE SCHOOLS
MAI NTAI NED FOR CHI LDREN I N FACI LI TIES OPERATED OR SUPERVI SED BY SUCH
AGENCI ES AND ARE RESPONSI BLE FOR THE EDUCATI ON OF SUCH CHI LDREN, OTHER
THAN THE STATE AGENCI ES TO WHI CH SUBPARAGRAPH EIGHT OR NINE OF TH'S
PARAGRAPH APPLY, TO PROVIDE SUCH CH LDREN WTH ANY | NSTRUCTI ONAL
SERVI CES PROVI DED BY THE BOARDS OF COOPERATI VE EDUCATI ONAL SERVI CES TO
SCHOOL DI STRICTS, | NCLUDI NG, BUT NOT LIMTED TO SPECI AL EDUCATI ON AND
RELATED SERVI CES. ANY SUCH PROPOSED CONTRACT SHALL BE SUBJECT TO THE
REVIEW AND APPROVAL OF THE COW SSI ONER. SERVI CES PROVI DED PURSUANT TO
SUCH CONTRACTS SHALL BE PROVI DED AT COST TO SUCH STATE AGENCI ES AND THE

S 6. Paragraph h of subdivision 4 of section 1950 of the education |aw
i s amended by addi ng a new subparagraph 14 to read as foll ows:

(14) TO ENTER | NTO CONTRACTS W TH SCHOOL DI STRI CTS FOR THE PURPCSE OF
PROVI DI NG TREASURER AND PURCHASI NG AGENT SERVICES TO SUCH SCHOOL
DI STRI CTS. THE BOARD OF COOPERATI VE EDUCATI ONAL SERVI CES AND SUCH STATE
SCHOOLS ARE HEREBY AUTHORI ZED TO DO AND PERFORM ANY AND ALL ACTS NECES-
SARY OR CONVEN ENT I N RELATION TO THE PROVI SI ON OF SUCH SERVI CES.
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S 7. Subdivision 6-b of section 3202 of the education |aw, as added by
section 2 of part Mof chapter 56 of the |aws of 2012, is anended to
read as follows:

6-b. The conmm ssioner of nental health may neet his or her obligations
under section 33.11 of the nmental hygi ene | aw AND SECTI ON ONE HUNDRED
TWELVE OF THI S CHAPTER by contracting pursuant to this subdivision for
educational services for children between the ages of five and twenty-
one who do not hold a high school diplom and who are hospitalized in
hospitals operated by the office of nental health with the trustees or
board of education of any school district for educational services or
with a board of cooperative educational services for the provision of
EDUCATI ONAL SERVI CES TO SUCH CHI LDREN, I NCLUDING BUT NOT LIMTED TQ
speci al education and rel ated services to [such] children WTH DI SABI LI -
TIES in accordance with their individualized education prograns.

(1) The costs of such education shall not be a charge upon a schoo
di strict pursuant to section 33.11 of the nental hygi ene | aw.

[ (1) The education departnent shall reinburse the school district or
board of cooperative educational services providi ng educati onal services
pursuant to this subdivision for the full cost of all services pursuant
to the terns of such contract.]

(2) The comm ssioner of nental health, with the approval of the direc-
tor of the division of the budget, shall be authorized to [transfer
funding to the comm ssioner of education to the extent necessary to
rei mburse school districts and boards of cooperative educat i ona
services for services and educational progranm ng provi ded under such
contracts] ESTABLI SH THE TERMS OF THE CONTRACT, | NCLUDING THE AGREED
UPON CHARGE FOR THE SERVI CES TO BE PROVI DED, WHI CH SHALL CONFORM TO THE
REQUI REMENTS CONTAI NED W THI N SUBPARAGRAPH NI NE OF PARAGRAPH H OF SUBDI -
VI SI ON FOUR OF SECTI ON NI NETEEN HUNDRED FI FTY OF TH S CHAPTER.

(3) Notwi t hstandi ng any provision of lawto the contrary, nothing in
t hi s subdi vi si on or subparagraph ni ne of paragraph h of subdivision four
of section nineteen hundred fifty of this chapter shall be construed as
requiring participation by any |ocal school district or board of cooper-
ative educational services.

S 8. This act shall take effect July 1, 2014, provided however, if
this act shall beconme a |aw after such date it shall take effect ime-
di ately and shall be deemed to have been in full force and effect on and
after July 1, 2014, provided further that the anendnents to subparagraph
9 of paragraph h of subdivision 4 of section 1950 of the education |aw
made by section four of this act shall not affect the repeal of such
subpar agr aph and shall be deened repeal ed therewith, and the anendnents
to subdivision 6-b of section 3202 of the education |aw nmade by section
seven of this act shall not affect the repeal of such subdivision and
shall be deened repeal ed therewth.
