Section 1. Paragraph c of subdivision 4 of section 90 of the judiciary
| aw, as added by chapter 674 of the |aws of 1979, is anended to read as
fol | ows:

c. \Wienever an attorney shall be convicted of a crinme in a court [of
record] of the United States or of any state, territory or district,
including this state, whether by a plea of guilty or nolo contendere or
froma verdict after trial or otherwise, the attorney shall file, within
thirty days thereafter, with the appellate division of the suprene
court, the record of such conviction.

The failure of +the attorney to so file shall be deened professiona
m sconduct provided, however, that the appellate division may upon
application of the attorney, grant an extension upon good cause shown.

S 2. This act shall take effect i mediately; provided, however, it
shall apply only as to convictions that occur on or after such effective
dat e.
