         THE  PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED IN SENATE AND ASSEM-
       BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWS:

   18    (E) AN EMPLOYER WHO HAS ONE OR  MORE  CREDITABLE  EMPLOYEES  SHALL  BE
   19  ELIGIBLE  TO APPLY FOR AND RECEIVE THE CREDIT ESTABLISHED IN THIS SUBDI-
   20  VISION. ELIGIBILITY FOR THE CREDIT SHALL BE ESTABLISHED AS OF  THE  TIME

   24  ITY. ANY UNUSED TAX CREDIT SHALL BE ALLOWED TO  BE  CARRIED  FORWARD  TO
   25  APPLY  TO  THE  TAXPAYER'S SUCCEEDING FIVE YEARS' TAX LIABILITY. NO SUCH
   26  TAX CREDIT SHALL BE  ALLOWED  THE  TAXPAYER  AGAINST  PRIOR  YEARS'  TAX

   28    (7) THE CREDIT SHALL BE CLAIMED AND GRANTED IN SUCH MANNER AS SHALL BE
   29  SPECIFIED BY RULES ADOPTED BY THE COMMISSIONER.

   31  of the tax law is amended by adding a  new  clause  (xxxv)  to  read  as
   32  follows:
