AN ACT to anend the energy law and the public authorities law, in
relation to the availability of alternative fuels along the New York
state thruway

THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. This act shall be known and may be cited as the "electric
super hi ghway act of 2014".

S 2. Section 1-103 of the energy |law is anmended by addi ng a new subdi -
vision 14 to read as foll ows:

14. "ALTERNATI VE FUEL" SHALL MEAN ETHANOL, METHANOL, NATURAL GAS,
PROPANE, ELECTRICITY (INCLUDI NG ELECTRICI TY FROM SOLAR ENERGY), HYDRO
GEN, AND ANY OTHER FUEL | DENTI FI ED WHI CH | S SUBSTANTI ALLY NOT PETROLE-
UM BASED, WHICH |S CONSISTENT WTH THE GOALS OF PROTECTI NG THE SAFETY
AND HEALTH OF THE PUBLI C AND M NI M ZI NG EM SSI ONS OF Al R POLLUTANTS, AND
VHICH IS CONSISTENT WTH ANY APPLICABLE FEDERAL ALTERNATIVE FUEL
REQUI REMENTS.

S 3. The energy law is anmended by adding a new section 5-129 to read
as foll ows:

S 5-129. ALTERNATI VE FUELS. STATE ENERGY RESEARCH AND DEVELOPMENT
AUTHORI TY SHALL PROVI DE THE NEW YORK STATE THRUWAY AUTHORI TY WTH A LI ST
OF THE MOST FEASI BLE ALTERNATI VE FUELS, WHI CH SHALL NUMBER NO FEVER THAN
THREE, AND ASSIST THE AUTHORITY |IN I MPLEMENTI NG THE REQUI REMENTS OF
SECTI ON THREE HUNDRED FI FTY- FOUR OF THE PUBLI C AUTHORI TI ES LAW

S 4. Subdivision 10 of section 354 of the public authorities law, as
anended by chapter 766 of the laws of 1992, is anmended to read as
fol | ows:

YORK STATE ENERGY RESEARCH AND DEVELOPMENT AUTHORI TY PURSUANT TO SECTI ON
5-129 OF THE ENERGY LAW SHALL BE MADE AVAI LABLE AT | NTERVALS OF NO MORE
THAN ONE HUNDRED TWENTY M LES ON EACH SI DE OF THE THRUWAY

S 5. This act shall take effect immediately.
