       BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWS:

    1    Section  1. Section 2801-a of the education law is amended by adding a
    2  new subdivision 10 to read as follows:
    3    10. EACH SCHOOL DISTRICT SHALL BE AUTHORIZED TO ENTER  INTO  THREE  TO
    4  FIVE  YEAR LEASE PURCHASE AGREEMENTS FOR THE ACQUISITION OF CLOUD DELIV-
    5  ERED SECURITY SOLUTIONS THAT ASSIST SCHOOL DISTRICTS  IN  PROVIDING  FOR
    6  GENERAL  SCHOOL  SAFETY  AND  SCHOOL  SAFETY PLANNING INCLUDING, BUT NOT
    7  LIMITED TO, PROVIDING STATE AGENCIES AND  LOCAL  FIRST  RESPONDERS  WITH
    8  INTERACTIVE  DIGITAL  ACCURATE VERIFIED FLOOR PLANS MARKED WITH CRITICAL
    9  ASSETS AND BUILDING NAVIGATION, CONTACT LISTS AND EMERGENCY PLANS.  SUCH
