MENT OF ACTIVITIES OR OTHERW SE, A NUMBER OF SUCH POSITIONS |IN EITHER
THE NON- COVPETI TI VE OR COWPETI TI VE CLASSES ARE ABOLI SHED OR REDUCED | N
RANK OR SALARY GRADE, SUSPENSI ON OR DEMOTION, AS FURTHER PROVIDED |IN
TITLE C OF ARTICLE FIVE OF TH S CHAPTER. FOR PURPCSES OF SENIORITY, THE
DATE AN EMPLOYEE | S APPO NTED PURSUANT TO THI S SECTI ON, SHALL BE DEEMED
