10. A trapping license entitles the holder to trap beaver, otter,
fisher, mnk, muskrat, skunk, raccoon, bobcat, coyote, fox, opossum
weasel, pine marten, SNAPPI NG TURTLES, and unprotected wildlife except
birds, as provided in title 11 OF TH' S ARTICLE, subject to the
provi si ons of subdivision [6] 3 of section 11-0713 of this article.

Subdivision 8 of section 11-0701 of the environnmental conserva-
tion law, as anmended by section 1l-a of part R of chapter 58 of the |aws
of 2013, is anended to read as foll ows:

8. Atrapping license entitles the holder to trap beaver, otter, fish-
er, mnk, nuskrat, skunk, raccoon, bobcat, coyote, fox, opossum weasel,
pi ne marten, SNAPPI NG TURTLES, and unprotected wildlife except birds, as
provided in title 11 OF TH'S ARTICLE, subject to the provisions of
section 11-0713 of this article.

(1) skunk, raccoon, bobcat, coyote, fox, mnk and nmuskrat may be taken
in any manner not prohibited in this section or intitle 11 of the Fish
and Wldlife Law, [and]

(2) frogs may also be taken by spearing, catching with the hands, or
by the use of a club or hook[.]; AND

(3) SNAPPI NG TURTLES MAY ALSO BE TAKEN BY CATCHI NG WTH THE HANDS OR
BY TRAPPI NG PURSUANT TO TITLES 7 AND 11 OF TH S ARTI CLE

S 4. Subdivision 1 of section 11-1103 of the environnmental conserva-
tion law, as amended by chapter 911 of the laws of 1990, is anended to
read as foll ows:

1. The departnent may by regulation permt trapping of beaver, fisher,
otter, bobcat, coyote, fox, raccoon, opossum weasel, skunk, mnuskrat,
pine marten [and], m nk, SNAPPI NG TURTLES, or any of them in specified
areas, and may regul ate the taking, possession and disposition of such
animals. The periods in which trapping of such aninmals is so permtted
are open seasons for the trapping of the species for which the period is
fixed, in the area or areas for which it is so fixed.

S 5. This act shall take effect inmediately and shall expire and be
deened repeal ed on and after Septenber 30, 2015; provided that section
two of this act shall take effect on the sane date and in the sane
manner as section l-a of part R of chapter 58 of the |aws of 2013, takes
ef f ect.
