THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. The |abor law is anmended by adding a new section 201-g to
read as foll ows:

S 201-G REQUEST FOR ACCESS TO PERSONAL ACCOUNTS OR SERVI CES PRCH BI T-
ED. 1. FOR PURPOSES OF THI S SECTI ON, THE FOLLOW NG WORDS SHALL HAVE THE

(A) "APPLI CANT" MEANS AN APPLI CANT FOR EMPLOYMENT.

(B) "ELECTRONI C COVMUNI CATI ONS DEVI CE' MEANS ANY DEVICE THAT USES
ELECTRONI C SI GNALS TO CREATE, TRANSM T, AND RECEI VE | NFORMATI ON, | NCLUD-
NG BUT NOT LIMTED TO COMPUTERS, TELEPHONES, PERSONAL DI G TAL ASSI ST-
ANTS AND OTHER SI M LAR DEVI CES.

(© "EMPLOYER' MEANS (1) A PERSON OR ENTITY ENGAGED IN A BUSI NESS
| NDUSTRY, PROFESSI ON, TRADE OR OTHER ENTERPRI SE | N THE STATE;, OR (I1)
UNI T OF STATE OR LOCAL GOVERNVENT; AND (I11) SHALL |NCLUDE AN AGENT,

EMPLOYEE WAS PROVI DED PRI OR NOTI CE OF THE EMPLOYER S RI GHT TO REQUEST OR
REQUI RE SUCH ACCESS | NFORVATI ON;

(1'l) ACCESSING AN ELECTRONI C COMMUNI CATI ONS DEVI CE PAID FOR | N WHOLE
OR I N PART BY THE EMPLOYER WHERE THE PROVI SION OF OR PAYMENT FOR SUCH
ELECTRONI C COVMUNI CATI ONS DEVI CE WAS CONDI TI ONED ON THE EMPLOYER S RI GHT
TO ACCESS SUCH DEVI CE AND THE EMPLOYEE WAS PROVI DED PRI OR NOTI CE OF AND

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ARY SCHOOL; EXTENSION COURSE; KINDERGARTEN, NURSERY SCHOOL; SCHOOL
SYSTEM SCHOOL DI STRI CT; | NTERMVEDI ATE SCHOOL DI STRICT; BUSINESS, NURS-
I NG  PROFESSI ONAL, SECRETARI AL, TECHNI CAL, OR VOCATI ONAL SCHOOL; PUBLIC
OR PRI VATE EDUCATI ONAL TESTI NG SERVI CE OR ADM NI STRATOR, AND AN AGENT OF

(B) EXPEL, DI SCIPLINE, FAIL TO ADMT, OR OTHERW SE PENALI ZE A STUDENT
OR PROSPECTI VE STUDENT FOR FAI LURE TO GRANT ACCESS TO, ALLOW OBSERVATI ON
OF, OR DI SCLOSE | NFORVATI ON THAT ALLOAS ACCESS TO OR OBSERVATI ON OF THE
STUDENT' S OR PROSPECTI VE STUDENT' S PERSONAL | NTERNET ACCOUNT.

3. NOTHING IN THI' S SECTI ON PROHI BI TS AN EDUCATI ONAL | NSTI TUTI ON FROM

I N PART BY THE EDUCATI ONAL | NSTI TUTI ON WHERE THE PROVI SI ON OF OR PAYMENT
FOR SUCH ELECTRONI C COVMUNI CATI ONS DEVI CE WAS CONDI TI ONED ON THE EDUCA-
TIONAL | NSTI TUTION' S RI GHT TO ACCESS SUCH DEVICE AND THE STUDENT WAS
PROVIDED PRIOR NOTICE OF AND EXPLICITLY AGREED TO SUCH CONDI TI ONS.
HOWNEVER, NOTHI NG I N THI S PARAGRAPH SHALL PERM T AN EDUCATI ONAL | NSTI TU-
TI ON TO ACCESS ANY PERSONAL ACCOUNTS OR SERVI CES ON SUCH DEVI CE; OR

(B) REQUESTING OR REQUI RING A STUDENT TO DI SCLOSE ACCESS | NFORMATI ON
TO AN ACCOUNT OR SERVI CE PROVI DED BY THE EDUCATI ONAL | NSTI TUTI ON  WHERE
SUCH ACCOUNT OR SERVI CE | S USED FOR EDUCATI ONAL PURPOSES AND THE STUDENT
WAS PROVIDED PRIOR NOTICE OF THE EDUCATI ONAL I NSTITUTION S RIGHT TO
REQUEST OR REQUI RE SUCH ACCESS | NFORVMATI ON.

OR APPLI CANT THAT CAN BE OBTAI NED W THOUT ANY REQUI RED ACCESS | NFORMA-
TION OR THAT | S AVAI LABLE I N THE PUBLI C DOVAI N.

THE EDUCATI ONAL | NSTI TUTION ACTED TO COWLY W TH REQUI REMENTS OF A
