THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Subdivision a of section 265.20 of the penal |aw is anmended
by addi ng a new paragraph 11-a to read as foll ows:

11-A. POSSESSI ON OF A LARGE CAPACI TY AMMUNI TION FEEDI NG DEVICE THAT
CONTAINS MORE THAN SEVEN ROUNDS OF AMMUNI TION OR | S OBTAI NED AFTER THE
EFFECTI VE DATE OF THE CHAPTER OF THE LAWS OF TWO THOUSAND THI RTEEN WHI CH
ADDED THI S PARAGRAPH AND HAS A CAPACITY OF, OR THAT CAN BE READ LY
RESTORED OR CONVERTED TO ACCEPT, MORE THAN SEVEN ROUNDS OF AMMUNI TI ON,
BY A RETI RED POLI CE OFFI CER, AS "PCOLICE OFFICER' |'S DEFINED IN SUBDI VI -
SION THI RTY- FOUR OF SECTION 1.20 OF THE CRI M NAL PROCEDURE LAW

S 2. This act shall take effect on the sane date and in the sane
manner as paragraphs (b) and (c) of subdivision 23 of section 265.00 of
the penal |aw as anmended by section 38 of chapter 1 of the |aws of 2013,
take effect.
