TROLLER REGARDLESS OF THEI R ACCESS TO WEALTH, THUS | NCREASI NG PUBLIC
DEBATE AND PARTI Cl PATI ON | N THE DEMOCRATI C PROCESS.

FI NALLY, THE LEGQ SLATURE FI NDS THAT AN | NDEPENDENT ENTI TY W TH N THE
STATE BOARD OF ELECTI ONS TO OVERSEE TH S PROGRAM I S NECESSARY TO CARRY
QUT TH'S ACT' S MANDATES. THI S ACT CREATES A CAMPAI GN FI NANCE BOARD W TH-
IN THE STATE BOARD OF ELECTI ONS TO MONI TOR AND ENFORCE THE PROGRAM AND
