BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Section 360.20 of the crimnal procedure law, is anmended to
read as foll ows:

S 360. 20 Trial jury; exam nation of prospective jurors; challenges
general ly.

If no challenge to the panel is nmade as prescribed by section 360. 15,
or if such challenge is nade and disallowed, the court nust direct that
the nanes of NOT LESS THAN si x nmenbers of the panel be drawn and call ed.
Such persons nmust take their places in the jury box and nust be ime-
diately sworn to answer truthfully questions asked themrelative to
their qualifications to serve as jurors in the action. The procedura
rules prescribed in section 270.15 with respect to the exam nation of
the prospective jurors and to challenges are also applicable to the
selection of a trial jury in a local crimnal court.

This act shall take effect inmediately, and shall apply to al
trials commenced on or after such effective date.
