AN ACT to anmend the crimnal procedure law, in relation to enacting the
"pl ea agreenent immgration consequences disclosure act”

THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. This act shall be known and may be cited as the "plea
agreenent inmm gration consequences disclosure act”.

S 2. Legislative finding and declaration. The legislature finds and
declares that in many instances involving an individual who is not a
citizen of the United States charged with an offense punishable as a
crinme under state law, a plea of guilty is entered without the defendant
knowing that a conviction of such offense is grounds for deportation,
exclusion fromadm ssion to the United States, or denial of naturaliza-
tion pursuant to the laws of the United States. Therefore, it is the
intent of the legislature by enacting this act to pronote fairness to
such accused individuals by requiring in such cases that acceptance of a
guilty plea be preceded by an appropriate warni ng of the special conse-
guences for such a defendant which may result fromthe plea. It is also
the intent of the legislature that the court in such cases shall grant
t he defendant a reasonabl e anbunt of tine to negotiate with the prosecu-
tor in the event the defendant or the defendant's counsel was unaware of
the possibility of deportation, exclusion fromadm ssion to the United
States, or denial of naturalization as a result of conviction. It is
further the intent of the legislature that at the tine of the plea no
def endant shall be required to disclose his or her legal status to the
court.

AS DESCRI BED | N PARAGRAPH (F) OF THI' S SUBDI VI SI ON.

S 4. Section 180.10 of the crimnal procedure |law is anended by addi ng
a new subdivision 7 to read as foll ows:

7. BEFORE ACCEPTING A PLEA OF GUILTY TO ANY OFFENSE PUNI SHABLE AS A
CRI ME UNDER STATE LAW THE COURT SHALL ADDRESS THE DEFENDANT PERSONALLY
I N OPEN COURT, ON THE RECORD, UNDER OATH, I NFORM NG HHM OR HER OF AND
DETERM NI NG THAT HE OR SHE UNDERSTANDS THE FOLLON NG "I F YOU ARE NOT A
CI TIZEN OF THE UNI TED STATES, YOU ARE HEREBY ADVI SED THAT ACCEPTANCE BY
THE COURT OF A PLEA OF GUILTY OR CONVICTION OF THE CRIME FOR WH CH YQU
HAVE BEEN CHARGED MAY RESULT | N YOUR DEPORTATI ON, EXCLUSI ON FROM ADM S-

UPON REQUEST, THE COURT SHALL ALLOW THE DEFENDANT ADDI TI ONAL TI ME TO
CONSI DER THE APPROPRI ATENESS OF THE PLEA IN LI GHT OF THE ADVI SEMENT AS
DESCRI BED | N PARAGRAPH (F) OF SUBDI VI SI ON FOUR OF SECTION 170.10 OF TH' S
TI TLE.

S 5. Section 210.15 of the crimnal procedure |law is anended by addi ng
a new subdivision 4 to read as foll ows:

4. UPON ARRAI GNVENT ON AN I NDI CTMENT, AND PRI OR TO ACCEPTANCE OF A
PLEA OF GUILTY TO ANY CRI ME UNDER STATE LAW THE DEFENDANT SHALL, IN
ADDI TION TO ANY OTHER WARNI NG REQUI RED BY LAW BE ENTI TLED TO SUBSTAN-
TIALLY THE FOLLOW NG ADVI SEMENT TO BE ORALLY ADM NI STERED BY THE COURT
AND PLACED UPON THE RECORD: "I F YOU ARE NOT A CI TI ZEN OF THE UNI TED
STATES, YOU ARE HEREBY ADVI SED THAT ACCEPTANCE BY THE COURT OF A PLEA OF
GUILTY OR CONVICTION OF THE CRI ME FOR WHI CH YOU HAVE BEEN CHARGED MAY
RESULT IN YOUR DEPORTATION, EXCLUSION FROM ADM SSION TO THE UNI TED

THE DEFENDANT, AND HE OR SHE LATER AT ANY TIME SHONS THAT H'S OR HER
PLEA AND CONVICTION MAY HAVE OR HAS HAD ONE OF THE ENUVMERATED CONSE-
QUENCES, EVEN | F THE DEFENDANT HAS ALREADY BEEN DEPORTED FROM THE UNI TED
STATES, THE COURT, ON THE DEFENDANT' S MOTI ON, SHALL VACATE THE JUDGVENT

PRESCRI BED I N THI S SECTI ON, THE DEFENDANT SHALL BE PRESUMED NOT TO HAVE
RECEI VED ADVI SEMENT. AN ADVI SEMENT PREVI QUSLY OR SUBSEQUENTLY PROVI DED
TO THE DEFENDANT DURI NG ANOTHER PLEA COLLOQUY SHALL NOT SATISFY THE
ADVI SEMENT REQUI RED BY THI S SECTI ON, NOR SHALL I T BE USED TO PRESUME THE
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DEFENDANT UNDERSTOOD THE PLEA OF GUILTY, OR ADM SSI ON TO SUFFI Cl ENT
FACTS HE OR SHE SEEKS TO VACATE AND WOULD HAVE THE CONSEQUENCE OF DEPOR-
TATI ON, REMOVAL, EXCLUSI ON FROM ADM SSI ON TO THE UNI TED STATES OR DENI AL
OF NATURALI ZATION. NOTHING IN THI'S SECTION SHALL BE CONSTRUED AS
PREVENTI NG THE COURT, IN THE SOUND EXERCISE OF |ITS DI SCRETION FROM
SETTI NG ASI DE THE JUDGVENT OF CONVI CTI ON AND PERM TTI NG THE DEFENDANT TO
W THDRAW HI'S OR HER PLEA THE DEFENDANT SHALL NOT BE REQUI RED AT ANY
TI ME DURI NG THE PROCEEDI NGS OR AT THE TIME OF THE PLEA TO DI SCLOSE TO
THE COURT H'S OR HER LEGAL STATUS IN THE UNI TED STATES.
