Section 1. The admi nistrative code of the city of New York is anended
by addi ng a new section 26-416 to read as fol |l ows:

S 5. This act shall take effect inmediately; provided that: (a)
section 26-416 of the city rent and rehabilitation |law as added by
section one of this act shall remain in full force and effect only as
|l ong as the public energency requiring the regulation and control of
residential rents and evictions continues, as provided in subdivision 3
of section 1 of the I ocal energency housing rent control act;

(b) the anendnents to section 4 of chapter 576 of the laws of 1974
constituting the energency tenant protection act of nineteen seventy-
four made by section two of this act shall expire on the sane date as
such act expires and shall not affect the expiration of such act as
provided in section 17 of chapter 576 of the |laws of 1974; and

(c) the anendnents to section 26-512 of chapter 4 of title 26 of the
adm nistrative code of the city of New York, made by section three of
this act shall expire on the sanme date as such | aw expires and shall not
affect the expiration of such law as provided under section 26-520 of
such law, and

(d) the anmendnents to section 4 of the emergency housing rent contro
| aw made by section four of this act shall expire on the sane date as
such law expires and shall not affect the expiration of such |aw as
provi ded in subdivision 2 of section 1 of chapter 274 of the Ilaws of
1946.
