THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED I N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Subdivision 4 of section 323 of the executive |law, as added
by chapter 513 of the laws of 1988, is anended to read as foll ows:

4. To establish such divisions, prograns, schools, and offices as the
board deens appropriate to <carry out the purposes of this article;

BE LOCATED AT MEDGAR EVERS COLLEGE WTHIN THE CI TY UNI VERSI TY OF NEW

There is hereby created the New York state Martin Luther King, Jr.
institute for nonviolence. The institute shall be a public corporation
and its nenbership shall consist of thirteen nenbers as follows: the
chancel l or of the [state] CITY university of New York, the conmm ssioner
of education of the state of New York, the chairperson of the New York
state Martin Luther King, Jr. <conmission, and ten nenbers to be
appoi nted by the governor. O the nenbers appointed by the governor, one
shall be a nmenber of the New York state senate appointed by the governor
on the recomendation of the nmajority | eader, one shall be a nmenber of
the New York state senate appointed by the governor on the recomenda-
tion of the mnority | eader, one shall be a nenber of the New York state
assenbly appointed by the governor on the reconmendati on of the speaker
of the assenbly, one shall be a nenber of the New York state assenbly
appoi nted by the governor on the reconmendati on of the mnority | eader;
and six shall be nmenbers appointed by the governor, no nore than three
of whom may be nmenbers of the sane political party.
