THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED I N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. The executive |law is anmended by addi ng a new section 577 to
read as foll ows:

S 577. VIOLENT FELON REMOVED FROM DEED WTH WVICTIM 1. FOR THE
PURPCSES OF THI'S SECTION, THE FOLLOWN NG TERMS SHALL HAVE THE FOLLOW NG
MEANI NGS

(A) "VIOLENT FELONY OFFENSE' SHALL HAVE THE SAME MEANI NG SET FORTH I N
SUBDI VI SI ON ONE OF SECTI ON 70. 02 OF THE PENAL LAW

(B) "VICTIM OF DOVESTIC VIOLENCE" SHALL MEAN ANY PERSON WVHO | S A
VI CTIM OF AN ACT WHI CH WOULD CONSTI TUTE A VI OLENT FELONY OFFENSE; AND

(1) SUCH ACT OR ACTS HAVE RESULTED IN ACTUAL PHYSICAL OR EMOTI ONAL
I NJURY OR HAVE CREATED A SUBSTANTI AL RI SK OF PHYSI CAL OR EMOTI ONAL HARM
TO SUCH PERSON OR SUCH PERSON S CHI LD; AND

(1'l) SUCH ACT OR ACTS ARE OR ARE ALLEGED TO HAVE BEEN COW TTED BY A
FAM LY OR HOUSEHOLD MEMBER

W TH THE PERSON WHO WAS CONVI CTED OF THE VI OLENT FELONY OFFENSE WH CH

COUNTY CLERK IN THE COUNTY IN WHI CH SUCH REAL PROPERTY |S LOCATED TO
